OF PURE FO.OD LAWS

Schemes To Defraud .Public Ex-
plained in Detail by Dr.

E. B. Spear.

On Thursday, March 26, Professor
Spear of the department of chemistry
lectured before a large audience of
women at Grantanbry Hall, Cam-
bridge, on "Pure Food Laws and
Their Application."

The lecture, which was attended
by the members of several women's
organizations of the city, as well as
by visitors from neighboring towns,
was illustrated by a series of most in-
teresting slides which were loaned
for the occasion by Professor Wood-
man of the Institute.

Dr. Spear, who believes in -placing
as far as possible at the disposal of
the community the advice and coun-
sel of the chemist, talked on Pure
Food Legislation, the uses of chemi-
cals in the preparation of Food Prod-
ucts, and explained by means of
slides the extreme cleverness with
which dishonest firms defy the law,
or, while complying with the letter
of the law, succeed in deceiving the
public and sometimes even the chem-
ist.

Dr. Spear warned his audience
against a hasty judgment with re-
gard to food adulterated by materials
not in themselves deleterious, point-
ing out that in such cases all that
the public should ask of the manu-
facturer is an honest label, stating
clearly the nature of the contents.

In conclusion he urged his audience
to read the labels carefully on all
goods before purchasing and to in-
dorse and support efforts to secure
Pure Food.

CHEM TRIP TODAY

Plants At Worcester To
Visited by Party.

About forty members of the Chemi-
cal Society are to leave Trinity Place
Station this morning at 8.30 for Wor-
cester. The party will be accom-
panied by. Professor Walker, Head of
the Chemical Engineering Dept., and
-will visit the plants of the American
Steel and Wire Co., the Gratton and
Knight Leather Co. and the Norton
Alundum Co.

The wire plant will be visited first,
and will afford the members of the
party an opportunity to see the man-
ufacture of steel and its transforma-
tion into the tempered and finished
wire. This is expected to take most
,of the morning, and after lunch the
party will visit the other plants and
inspect the processes of the tanning
industry, and later see the manufac-
ture of "Alundum" which has found
such wide use in late years as a re-
fractory material. The party will re-
turn about six o'clock in time for
those who desire to attend the talk
on "The Radium Situation" in Hunt.

tural Prizes.

The awards for the Prizes of the
Societ6 des Architectds Diplom6s
Franqais were made late yesterday
afternoon. The first prize of the gold
medal was given to Frank Stevens
Whearty of Salem and the second
prize, the silver medal, to Ernest
Hayward of Winter Hill. The sub-
ject of the competition was "An
American Commemoration Monument
in the Ecole des Beaux Arts, Paris."
The outside judges of the designs
were M. Duquesne, Mr. I. P. Lord and
Mr. William Perry. The credit for theI
institution of these prizes belongs to
Professor LeMonier, of the Institute
department. It was through his ef-
forts that the French architects were
induced to establish this prize in re-
turn for the Prix de Renaissance
des Architectds Americaines, which
is given by the American architects
to the French students of the great
Ecole. The annual competition is
open only to fourth and fifth year
students at Technology and this is
the first award made since its crea-
tion.
