were handed in, and in one eleciion
last year ballots were recelved after
the polls were legally closed.

A number of men have suggested
to me that the system in use at the
Univergity of Southern Californla be
brought to the attention of the stu-
dent body, and the thme seems op-
portune to do so. There is nothing
new abeut this system. Registered
voters will recognize it as the Austra-
lian Batlot applied to school politics.

take his Dballot where he chooses and
mark it in publlc or in private., To
vote, he simply returns the bailot
to the table, folded 5o that only
the number shows, The election offi-
cer compares this with the number
as recorded on the class roll, checks
the latter as “voted,” tears the num-
ber from the ballot thug removing
identification marks, and deposits it
in the ballot box. If the voter gpoils
his first ballot and desireg a new
one, the spolled one must be return-
ed to the election officer who will is-
sie & new one, recording the new
number on the class roll. At the
cloging of the polls, the number of
ballots in the ballot box must agree
with the mnumber marked “voted,”
and the spoiled and unused ballots
must be returned to the Inatitute
Committee. For this the election of-
ficer is personally responsible,

As is easily zeen, this system is ap-
plicable to auny election, whether
claga or professional society, and in-
sures its being conducted in an or-
derly manner. The numbering of, and
making the election officer responsi-
ble for every ballot, absoluiely pre-
vents ballot box stuffing, the number-
ing heing done in a very few min-
utes by the proper officialg with an
antomatic stamp which serves for all
eleetions. The absence of ldentify-
ing marks on the ballot insures se-
crecy when desired by the voter, and
having the polls open but one day,
when coupled with the proper pub-
licity, has been found at other col-
leges to canse mwore interest fo bhe
taken in the elections. Lastly, re-
quiring the voter to come in person
for his ballot necessitates that he
show a slight personal interest im
the election, which iz as it should
he, and prevenits one man obtaining
and marking a number of ballots and
then getling other men to sign them,

RECLAMATION AND THE
IRRIGATION ENGINEER

Mr. F. H. Newell Teils Of Bene-
fits To The Arid West From
Conservation.

The Civii Engineeving Soclety was
addressed in the TUnion last night by
Mr. F. H. Newell, the director of the
United States Reclamation Service,
which hae done so much in reeent
vears in renderihg hitherto useless
lands productive. Mr. Newell was
introduced by FProfessor Porter, who
sketohed the speaker’s career gince
he left the Institute in 1895, Mr.
Newell wag first identified with the
Geolegical Sarvey, and in 1892, when
the Reclamation Service was start-
ed, he undertook that work, riging to
the position of director. He has had
under his supervision, the expendi-
ture of many milliona of dollars, and
the handling of thousands of men, so
that he iz well qualified to advise
the future engineer, '

Mr. Newell prefaced his talk by
emphasizing the Importance of being
able to estimate and control human
nature, since this Is even more vital
t{o an engineer than strength of ma-
terials. He also spoke of the value
of a constructive imagination to an
engineer. It requires a large vigion
inte the future to plan works of such
maghitude as the Reclamation Ser-
vice undertakes.

The lecture was illustrated by a
large number of slides showing the
congtruction of several of the larger
dams and irrigating projects through-
out the west. The first mentioned
was the Roosevelt Dam, in Arizona,
which impounds & body of water
twenty-five miles long at the head of
South River, and irrigates 200,000
acres of land, by means of a network
of canals. This dam is an illustra-
tion of the way scientific conserva-
tion acts, These 200,000 acres, for-
merly barren and cactus ridden, are
now preduocing incredibly large crops
of many kinds, especially alfaifa.
The lands are worth several hundred
dollars an acre for orchard use. Mr.
Newell emphasized the point that the
Reclamation Service was not primar-
ily a commercial profect, or an engi-
neering feat alone, but its end and
aim is to furnish homes aud addi-
tional means of gaining a livelihood
te thousands of citizens of the Unit-
ed States., The question iz not one
of ereating anything new, but simply
of bringing together the vast guan-
tities of land and of water In the
west, each of which iz useless with-
out the other, Incidentally he said
that this work was furnishing a par-
tial solution of the Indian problem.
On the Roosevelt dam, large num-
bers of Apache Indians were employ-
ed with profit to all concerned. The
Apaches have hitherto been the
worst of the “bad” Indians, but their
employment on labor fo which they
are suited, has quieted iheir discon-
tent, -

The pictures showed many in-
teresting phases in the construction
of many of the dams. One example
was the Grandizon River, in Colg-
rado. The river runs 'in g canyon
withk rock walls 2000 feet high, It
way necessary to lead the water into

an adjacent valley, so a tunnel was
drilled from the side of the canyon,
for six miles underground, bringing
the water out on the side of a hill.
The apparently hard rock of the
hill, upon weathering ,turned to soit
clay, thus upsetting all the calcula-
tions, and necessitating a concrete
spillway for the canal.

About nine-fenthz of all irrigation
work iz by gravity, but Mr. Newell
cited one ingtance of a development
on the Snaite River in Idako. The
water which runs through is utilized
for irrvigation pumping four montihs
out of the vear, and the rest of the
time is sold to the people at absurdly
low rates, to be used for cooking,
heating and similar domestic uses.

One case was cited where arld
lands had been irrigated, and then
swamped by overdirrigation, so that
the Service is now engaged in re-
claiming it a second time from the
wasteful use of the water. "This,
howevar, must be overcome by edu-
cating the inhabitants in the utilize-
tion of the water,
