On last Tuesday and Wednesday
affernoon, members of the Electrieal
Engineering Society visited the ex-
tensive plant of the General Flectric
Company at West Lynn. The parties
arrived at three o'clock, and were
conducted threugh various depart-
ments the entire’ inspeciion oceupy-
ing’ three hours. Some’ idea of the
gize of ihe plant may be gained from
the floor space, which totals over 52
peres, in more than 30 buildings.
There are 600¢ machine tools in use,
5200 electric motors, 2200 arc lamps,
and 135 travelling cranés. The capac-
ity of the power plant is 8500 K.w.
The parties made a comprehensive
tour of the ‘buildings beginning atthe
mam gate, on Western Avenue, visit-

the windmg rooms, ahd testing and
assembling departments, as well as
the ﬂpecial tools for turning’ out in-
sutations, and multl-spindle drills ‘far
drilling motor frames. The trip end-
ed at 6 P M., at'the Federal Stréet
gate.

The eflects of alcohol may he consid-
ered as three chains, the chain of ap-
petite, for alcohol produces a progres-
sive appetite, the chain of habit, and
the chain of evil agsociation, Habhits
are strong in human life. The spirit
of independence has led some young
men to feel as if they could use ak
cohol and not {ecl the eifects of it.

Independence ofteny leads to pro-
[anity. The reason that some fellows

(swear is because they are anxicus te

make an impression, it being ‘‘un-
adulterated conceit,” Any man who
fills his sentences with oaths is an
Ignoramous, unkind to himself and to
those who have to listen to him. He
hurts the heart of the other fellow.
He {s a puny, insignificant man shak-
Ing his fist at God, even if man is a
mere speck on this huge universe.

Independence gives one the chance
to climb the heights—to make a man
of himself. When Garfield was calied
to choose between good and evil, he
usually chose the good and thus de-
veloped manlike qualities and became
what he was. “Who fears most, sure-
ly fails.”
