E. E. Society. Visits Mammoth
Plant At Lynn.

On last Tuesday and Wednesday
afterinoon, members of the Electrical
Engineering Society visited the ex-
tensive plant of the General Electric
Company at West Lynn. The parties
arrived at three o'clock, and were
conducted through various depart-
ments, the entire' inspection occupy-
ing" three hours. Somen idea of the
size of the plant may be gained from
the floor space, which totals over 52
acres, in more' than 30- buildings.
There are 6000 machine tools in use,
5200 electric motors, 2200 arc lamps,
and 135 travelling cranes; The capac-
ity of' the power plant is' 8500 k.w.
The parties made a comprehensive
tbur of the buildings, beginning at the
main 'gate, on 'Western Avenue, visit-
ing the machine shop first, and later
the winding rooms, and testing and
assembling departments, as well as
the -special tools for turning out in-
sulations, and multi-spindle drills for
drilling motor frames. The trip end-
ed at 6 P. M., at' the Federal Street
gate.
