PROGRESS OF WORK
ON NEW SITE RAPID

Athletic Field Will Soon Be
Complete~-Four Hundred
Men At Work,

The weather conditions have been
unfavorable for work during much of
March, but the past two weeks [rog-
ress has been rapid. There are now
four hundred men at work and as
the buildings rise this number will
be rapidly increased. There are now
ten pile drivers working with a capac-
ity of ihree hundred piles a day. By
the flrst of April, 7600 piles had been
placed, while the stock on hand still
to be used is of spruce 8450, and of
oak 5800. The conditions of the sub-
soil have required many more oak
‘plles than had been estimated.
