TALK ON PROBLEMS .
INVOLVING SAFETY

M. E. Society to Hear H. F. ].
Porter Today at Meeting

in 13 Eng. B.
The danger to life in crowded build-

ings has recently leen emphasized to
such an extent that it has assumed
national and even international im-
portance. This menace has developed
so gradaally and Ly such natural pro-
cesses that its presence was unob-
served and practically unknown un-
til Mr, II. F. J. Porter calied atien-
tion to it in 1908, Since then Mr.
Porter has devoted the greater part
of his time fo the sludy and publicity
of this wvital subjeci, and hig talk
on “Iire Traps, Fire Escapes, anhd
Iire Drills wversus Sectional Build-
ings” will embody much of the re-
sulis of his study.

Mr. Porter is assccialed with Mr.
Himmelwright in  his protassional
work. The problems wihich they

have to face in eliminating danger
to life in its various phases in exist-
ing buildings are diflicult and com-
plex, The diflienlties presented hy
every old Dbuilding are as numerous
as the bnildings themselves, and a
satisfactory soluiion for each one
musi be worked out, Mr, Porter will
discuss some of the more important
of these problems and will also out-
line ihe general methods which can
he applied to the design of new Dbuild-
ings.

Messrs. Porter and Himmelwright,
on accouut ot ileir wide experience,
were engaged in an advisory capacity
by the New York State Factory In-
vestigating Commission in 1911 to
make a comprehensive study of face-
tory Dbuildings throunghout the state.
Ag a result of this investigation they
evolved and devised ihe first com-
plete plan foi eliminating danger to
life in these buildings., and Mr. IPor-
ter will discuss this and other sub-
jects Dhefore  the Mechanical Engls
neering Society today at 1.00 P. .
