Technology has a repu-
tation built upon the quality of its
scientifie training and manly acecom-
plishments of the men whom if has
graduated. a reputation that has no
donbt heen the drawing force for
many of its students, But the finest
reputation is doomed when it is used
as a shield from behind which to
sling mud at a sister nniversity. Can
the observing world do anything but
wonder how such smallpess can grow
to a spirit worthy of the new Tech-
nology which iz 1o he ours across the
river?

1t would seem that one of our most
important activities should have on
its editing body the men who are in-

At this time when there is o much
talk of co-operation and its advan-

student might get a more familiar
and less conventional view of the
work that he was doing. Most of the
answers dealing with this matter
were to the effect that the professor
did not. consider that his field over-
lapped that of student activities.
When the student iz foreed to feel
that the moment he leaves the class
room the professor’s interest in him
and his work ceases ke turns naiural-
ly toward those things wherein he
does find interest. One is neither too
specific nor too general in his state-
ments when he says that the majority
of activities at the Institute exist be-
cause there are fellows who are will-
ing to sacrifice a year of their ifime
to the cause.

Precedent of the old school type
held to the jdea that the professor
was a mysterious and learned individ
ual who appeared on the platform at
the beginning of the hour and as mys-
teriously disappeared when the lec-
ifure was over. He was a demi-god
whose word no one dared to question
and with whom the student could
never hope to come in contact.
Neither the policy nor the traditions
of Tech have ever placed the pro-
fessor in such relations with the stu-
dent, On the other hand our pro-
fessora have been our ready helpers
at all times and it does not seem
in keeping with the high ideals of
our institution that the faculty which
is so willing to co-operate with the
student in his work is unwilling to
support him and work with him
his play when that play is recognized
and sanctioned by the Institute. In
other words it seems that the student
who goes inte activities is playing
a losing game for the [aculty seem
neither willing to co-operate with
him in the work nor to support the
product of his endeavors,

dicative of the broadest and not the
very narrow spirit evidenced by the
ridicule indudged in. Surely it is not
the common scientifie fraining, which
according to Mr. Whiting gives our
Tech spirit, that makes us deride all
general culinre. Tha great universi-
ties were and had to be before a
specialized institution like Technology
could be founded, Tech spirit does
not mean anything that can bhe con-
strued to sanction narrowness. Nor
can aunything hut ignorance of the
terms of the pian be excuse for con-
fusing the present co-operation with
regrettable negotiations of the dim
past when the verses printed were
written.

But this is a late day to defend the
co-operation to which Technology has
committed itself. MNor do I helieve
that Technique properly reépresents
the student thought to inake such de-
fense seen necessary, Certainly that
caricature and so-called humor are
not the proper vehicles of expression
for a dissatisfaction of such important
nature.

Technique 1915 has heen printed
and issued. While we deplore its
error we wish to prevent the same
error again, While Technique 1916
may or may not be proof against mis-
takes, ig there not a matter here for
the Ingtitute Committee, either through
censorial application of its own
powers or by committing to a faculty
alumni combination the duty of see-
ing that the real spirit of the Insti-
tute is conveyed through the pages
of Technique.
