1vield. They had no easy time win-
ning, however. for the Penn team
finished only a foot behind, Jackson,
the Oxford anchor man, beating out
McCurdy of Penn by onlv a foot in &
hair raising finish. The time was 18
minutes, five seconds.

Harvard won the mile champion-
ship, winning from U. of P, in three
minutes, 22 3-5 seconds. Illinois came
in first in the two-mile relay with
Michigan second and Chicago third.
The time in this race was 8 minutes
and four seconds. Howard Drew, the
colored flier, now running for the
Iniversity of Southern California,
won the hundred in 101-5 seconds.

no means the whole story.

“The great mass of people in the
country, the people who buys things.
are educated to pounds and ounces,
to feet, inches and sixteenths, and
vards and eighths. It is perfectly evi-
dent that this condition is unphiloso-
phical. ™No one wourld deny that most
of the time spent in school with the
tables of arbilrary relationships of
measures is really wasted.”

My, Ritehie, who is Technology’s
Publicity Expert and lhead of the
Publicity Bureaun of the Institute, did
not confine himself to the inactivity
shown in the adoption of the metric
system but also attacked ag “educa-
tional +waste our absurd spelling
and antiguated grammatical forms.”
“Changes in any of the lines seems
very far away. One would think that
a sensible spelling ought very easily
ta he brought about, The man in the
street cares very little about it and
is not fussy. Spelling that is correct
according to the forms of the day is
an accomplishment of the educated,
and since improvement here is in the
interests of economy, the educated
should present mo opposing volces.

“Reformed spelling presents no
serions problem if educated peoble
will take held. If two hundred lead-
ing newspapers in the country would
adopt a standardized semnsible spelling,
it would be an accomplished fact. Un-
der such universal paironage there
would e no shock, and the papers
themselves would liave space for per-
haps three percent more news.
