Lee from Natick High
school won third place at the New
Englands last spring, beating Captain
Guething. He together with Sullivan
of Lawrence and Kelley ran on the
Holy Cross Relay last winter at the
B, A. A, The relay made the third
best time, thus beating Tech’s tlme
against Dartmouth.

Brawley of Medford High school
was all-interscholastic center there
for three years. Higgins was sec-
ond in the half-mile at the New Eng-
lands last spring, putting up a fine
show against Tabor of Oxford, for-
merly of Brown, Dumphey was on
the relay at the Penn Carnival and
was second in the 1V00-yd. run at the
B. A. A, games Jast winter. Grady
got first place in the hurdles at the
Coast Artillery meet last winter.

Mr, Main, who h&as been prominent
in the American Society of Mechani-
cal Engineers and is the president
of the DBoston Engineers' club, and
Mr. William Xent, author of Kent’s
Hand Book and well known engineer,
were the priuncipal speakers on the
program, Mr. Main, who was iniro-
duced by Chairman Treat, gave much
valuable advice to wyoung engineers.
He dwelt at length upon the code of
ethics which is engaging the atten-
tion of the engineering societies at
present, He closed with a statement
of his opinion of the elements de-
manded in a sucecessful engineer.

Mr. Kent brought the greetings of
the parent A. 8. M. E., of whieh he
is a charter member, and centered
his remarks upon the relation of
“Engineering and Horse Sense.” He

GENERAL ELECTRIC
HEAD GIVES TALK

Mr. E. W, Rice Speaks on Rapid
Progress of Electrical
Industry.

At the annual banguet of the Elec-
trical Engineering Society, as the
guests of Prof. Jackson, at ihe In-
gineers’ club last evening, the fol-
lowing officers were elected: Presi-
dent, Lorin G. Miller; vice-president,
K. K. Boyenton; secretary, D. B.
Baker; treasurer, A. J. Hahn,

Mr. B. W. Rice, president of the
General Electric Company, was the
speaker. He renlinisced about the
growth of the electrical industry. He
took up the invention and gradual
perfection of the arc light by TPro-
fessor Thompson and himself. Then
the lightning arrester and eircuit
breaker, how they are fashioned and
their first crude fortn, were dwelt
upon. Mr. Rice also spoke of the er-
ronecgus notions which prevailed
thirty wyears ago concerning various
elecirical phenomena and how they
hindered ihe growth of the electrical
industry. The lack of good instru-
ments was also a drawback. DMr.
Rice believes, however, that the great
progress of the electrical science as
contrasted to the other sciences is
due to the fact that the electrical in-
vestigator had more delicate means
through better instruments for meas-
uring the quantities with which he
was working. The imvention of the
transformer and its eirect upon light-
ing arrangements was next taken up.

The {raction problem occupied the
latter part of Mr. Rice’s talk., He
spoke of the carbon brush ai length.
Without if, in Mr. Rice’s opinion, we
would not have the street raillway
system of today. The first attempis
at electric railroading with the weak
motors of that time, without carbon
brushes, only resulted in disaster.
Cars could neither be depended up-
on to keep time nor te even run. It
was hecessary to ‘“nurse” the mo-
fors along with the greatest care. It
wag the carbon brush that revolu-
tionized all this. It allowed the mo-
tors to run for an unlimited distance
and prevented sparking. The sireet
railway industry Iimmediately made
rapid gtrides.

In conclusion Mr. Rice spoke on
“big business.” He claimed that the
pregsent current idea that electrical
trusts are detrimental to the welfare

fof society is exaggerated.

FOURTH DIMENSION
GOES TO DEFEAT

Prof. Wilson Explaing Its Every-
Day Use—Name Merely
Conventional.

Prof, Wilson’s talk on “The ¥ourth
Dimension” last nignht at the Chem-
ical Society smoker proved to be one
of the bhiggest drawing cards of the
year. Prof. Wilson spoke for a full
hour to an audience which complete-
iy filled both rooms at the Union,
and which, instead of being tired at
the close, kept him on his feet for
almost another hour answering ques-
tions.

Inasmuch as we live in a world of
but three dimensions, it is impossibie
for us to visualize a fourith. Prof.
‘Wilson, however, explained that this
WAS wnnecessary, since the whole
idea and indeed the name *“fourth
dimension” is merely an effort to put
algebraic language into geometrieal
forms, to perhaps make it more easy
of comprehension, He explained that
equations in four, five or more un-
knowns, which are not at all uncom-
mon in many lines of ordinary work,
are, if the simile is followed out, ex-
pressions in four, five or more dimen-
sions, but to consider them as such
involves much more complicated rea-
soning than lo consider them mere-
ly from an algebraic point of view.

President Dickson of the Society
announced that the date of the an-
nual banquet had been set for Tues-
day, May twelfth, the place being the
Copley Square Hotel, and the price
$1.25 per plate. He also announced
that Prof, Talbot is to talk to the
Society in the near future, the date
and subject to be given out later.

As the head of an organiza-
tion whose line of work seems tc be
unique, he has brought to the world
" of business a singularly effective
combination of engineering and eco-
nomies,

It is the engineering methed to
plot in diagram form the resultz of
observations in order to make them
visible to the eye for a quick com-
prehensive glance; to look for under-
Iying laws and, failing to find them,
to make the mnearest assumption
which will fit the case, It is largely
by applying the graphieal method
that Mr. Babson has made his “Busi-,
ness Barometers” so widely used as
they are today. In the matter of
husiness forecasting, where the eco-
nomic laws cannot he expressed in,
X, ¥, Z terms, he hag drawn from the
more comprehensible chart the ten-
dencies of future conditions.

The important fact to us as engi-
neers is that the engineering atti
tude is to be applied, not alone to

bridges and machines, but to all oth-;
er phases of life to which it is pos-

sible to apply them,

Little difficulty is expected in get-
ting the first two places in the hun-
dred and the first in 'the quarter,
mile and two-mile with the stars that
we have in fhose events.

Cook is confident of making a good-
gized dent in the Tech two-mile rec-
ord in Saturday’s meet, and from the
form he showed in the Bowdoin meet,
a warm day should find him running
close to the 9.45 mark.

defined engineering as “the science
and art of overcoming the resistances
of nature, including human nature,”
and added that it might well be de-
fined as “educated common sense.”
In touching upon the probable suc-
cess of an engineer, Mr. Keni em-
phasized that the quality of Ileader-
ship meant more than mere scholar-
ship. The field which an engineer
may enter is axceedingly broad, that
of commerce offering great advant-
ages for the future. He stated as his
belief that the engineer would in the
future have much to say and do with
the accumulation and distribution of
wealth.

The faculty of the Institute was
represented by Professors Haven,
Rusgell and Miller. Prof, Haven gave
