The
gtanding of the Institute in military
instruetion will be based upon his
report,

| A Single Boat Davit.

Many catasitrophes on the sea have
illustrated the inefficiency and dan
ger of the system of lowering life
boats by a system of two daviis. The
iwo tackles being totally independent,
it iz no easy matter to lower both a
the same rate during a confusion and
thus kesp the keel of the boat lever
and to quickly and sorely disengage
the tackle the insfant the water i
reached. With a view of eliminating
these dangers, a Glasgow shipmasier
has designed a single davit to handle
A 28foot hoat weighing one and three-
quarters tons. The davit has aswivel
pearing on the promenade deck and
passes through a gland fo the boat
deck. The lifebhoat is hoisted by a
chain, which if desired may be at-
tached to an electric motor, and which
is fitted with an automatic device for
insuring a level keel and disengage-
ment as soon as the water is reached.
Two nlen can lower a boat in ffty
seconds. No hanling is necessary
and no fouling is possible. This new
davit bas been subjected to exhaus-
iive tests by the British Board of
Trade, and has been given a ecertifi-
cate of approval for passenger ves-
sels,

American Radium.

A chemical manufacturing company
of Pittsburg has just announced its
manufacture and sale of the first pure
radinm salt produced in America. The
amount wasg 133 milligrams of pure
radium element in the form of an-
hydrous radium chloride. At $120,000
& gram, this is a very respectable
start for the new industry. The salt
was extracted from Colorade carno-
tite deposits which are considered by
the United States Bureau of Mines to
bo the largest deposits of radium ore:
in the world.

Opening of the Canal.

According to the latest reports, Col.
Goethals announces that the Panama
Canal will be opened for commercial
vessels about July first unless unfore-
geen difficulties arise. ITe states that
the Atlantic fortifications are aboutl
completed while those on the Pacific
are about two-thirds finished.

Lists of Freshmen are sent to the ad-
visers the latter part of July, with a
brief letter explaining what is ex-
pected. TUsually three or four Fresh-
men will be assigned to each man.

If any men wish to help in this
work and have not handed in their
nanes to the T. C. A. they should do
so at once. They may leave their
names and symmer addresses at the
T. C. A, office or send them hy mail
te L. R. Talbot.

Advisers having friends who expect
to enter the Instiute next September,
may give the names fo the T, C. A
Secretary, who will as far as possihble
follow out the suggestions made!

A new plan will be started next
year in addition to the regutar work
of helping Freshmen in registration.
Men from each of the more important
courses will be appeinted to confer
with students entering from other
colleges and techmical schools, es-
pecially in regard to getting work
signed off and securing advanced
