HIGHWAY ENGINEER-
ING A COURSE I OPTION

Will Be Taught by Prof. H. ].
Hughes of Harvard
University.

A new option in Highway LEngi-
neering is to be offered by the De-
partment of Civil and Sanitary Engi-
neering which will be under the gen-
eral supervision of Professor Charles
M. Spofford, head of that depart-
ment, while the instruction will be
given by Professor H. J. Hughes,
who comes from Harvard.

The option is related to two kinds
of co-operation that are today very
much in the public eye. The new
work is within one of the depart-
ments affected by the recent agree-
ments between Tech and hiarvard
and it also falls within those lines
of working together to which Gover-
nor Walsh has recently called at-
tention, whereby the specia! work or
experience of 'Technology is to be
put where it will be of substantial
aid to city or commonwealth.

The work will recognize a number
of matters, one of them being that
mueh of the money put into roads
has been spent inefficiently. This
is due largely—politics, of course, bhe-
ing set out of the guestion—to lack
of knowledge. There is need of re-
search all along the line. This need
applies to the materials of the pave-
ment, and to the construction and
management of vehicles, and there
are indeterminate items of great con-
sequence, like the kick of the tire
or the suction of the tire, both of
which factors are new and important
where the Jlife of the road surface
is considered.

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Yesterday’s communication hag
aroused a storm of protest from mem-
bers of the Institute Committee, two
of whom have replied in this issue.
We printed the criticism, not because
all its statements would hold water,
but because the effect of the whole
seemed to be salutary. Itslack of con-
structiveness we admit, but not there-
fore that it is without wvalue. The
writer, while he exaggerates the de-
fects, points out serious faults of the
Institute Conmittee in the undue in-
fluence exerted by one or two in-
divideals, and its off-hand way of se-
lecting the 1918 class officers. The
lack of a reasonable number of nom-
inations wag in fact pointed .out by
the president at the meeting.

We agree heartily with the “Visi-
tor's” deprecation of the establish-
ment of precedents. While the Soph-
omore irack, football and tug-of-war
managers would in practically every
case be suitable for the game offices
in the incoming class, we do not
think all other candidates should he
excluded. The writer’s sweeping con-
demnation of the Institute Commit-
tee applies perhaps to this particu-
lar meeting, but the institution in
general is universally admitted to be
an unqualified success,

The anonymous writer of the com-
munication in yesterday's issue of
THE THECH seems to have paid as
littie attention to the business of the
Institute Commitiee as he accuses
the Committee of doing. In spite of
the obvious injustice of the attack
and in spite of the fact that many
might consider the whole matier too
“picayuneish” to, reply to it seems
to me that it is well to place the
matter before the student body from
the point of view of one who took an
active interest in the meeting.

In the first place the guestion was
brought up in meeting as to whether
the temporary officers should be giv-
en point system ratings. If “Visitor”
had been wideawake he would have
heard the chairman’s reply that no
points would be given for these offi-
ces. In view of this, the statement
that “a man who already holds an
office which according to the point
system when correctly applied did
not entitle him to hold another of-
fice was elected to a #igh position”
iz surely uncalled for. An attack (re-
member these attacks which are on

commiitee are anonymous) -which
wag made on ilhe same man, C. W,
Loomis, states that he advanced “as
reason for non-election in the case
of another man the fact that he held
a position, with even fewer points
{than held in his own case,” This
is not the fact. Two men were up
for temporary treasurer, one recom-
mended by tne present treasurer and
*holding no important coffice in activ-
ities. Mr. Loomis advanced as an
argument in favor of this man that
he keld no positions in aectivities that
would keep him busy while the other
nominee held a position that required
work throughout both terms, 'The
question of poirts was not brought
up.

I will agree with the .writer that

individuals as well ag on the whole'

there were not enough nominations

gde and this seemed to be due to
the fact that instead of regular mem-
bers there were several substiiutes
present. This question of non-atten-
dance should be remedied.

Az to the deplorable tendency to
establish precedents, this tendency
was only evidenced in one case, that
of the election of lemporary officers,
and was indeed a most excelleni one,
It was suggested that since it has
been the custom for so many years
to have the Junior president take
cliarge of the first ¥Freshman meeting
and instruet the new men in the
ways of conducting themselves on
Field Day, etc, it would be a good
plan to continue this a little further,
giving him the authority as their
temporary leader. 'The duties of the
temporary president last only four or
five weeks, are really only advisory
and it seems logical that a man who
has served as presideni of his class
one year would be just the man to fill
the place. Again it was suggested
that the men who had been man-
agers of their class teams might be
the best to be the temiporary man-
agers of the respective teams, This,
however, did not meet with the ap-
proval of the Committee except in
the case of the foothall manager. It
was thought tnat it would be a good
plan to elect the past football man-
ager since by the first of May it
would be late to get games for the
next fall, Work must be siaried on
making out a football schedule in the
early spring at the lalesi and so the
election of the past manager was con-
sidered a good precedent to set.

Are these precedents dangerous, or
is the tendency to establish them de-
plorable? I think not. At any rate
they are established and I hope that
they will be continued.

The Institute Commiliee is a fine
thing, not cenly in theory but in prac-
tice. It hag accomplished many great
Lthings in the past and will continue
to do so. It is a body unique in the
field of student governing boards, for
il has absolute power (which it
wields most wisely and effectively)
and is looked upon with respect by
almost every undergraduate and by
every loyal Technology man. The
excellent condition of student aciiv-
ities at the Instituie is due to the
Committee and the system here is
being copied by other colleges
throughout the couniry. I feel, and
I think I know the conditions, that
there is no single boedy {hat does
more o better undergraduate and so-
cial conditions, to stimulate interest
in activities and lo make us all bet-
ter Technology men, than does the
Institute Committee.

form displayed at the Spring Meet
and at Bowdoin should do close to
2 flat. 'Thompson is the dark horse
of this race. His win at Bowdoin
shows his ability at the distance and,
when pushed by Higgins and Gue-
thing, he may upset calculations by
winning himself. At all events this
will be one of the best races of the
day,

The result of both hurdles is very
ntuch in doubi. Huff was ruled a fa-
vorite over QGrady in the 12¢-yard
high hurdies up to the first of this
week, when & slight illness rentered
his chances less promising, Huft de-
feated Grady in a trial heat at the
Coast Artillery Meet during the win-
ter, only to loge out in the finals by
reason of tripping over a Thurdle.
These two men, with Braun of Dart-
mounth, look like the three hest hur-
dlers in the New HEngland colleges.
Huff's clogsest competitor in the low
hurdles will be Mooney of Holy
Cross, but if Huff’s recent iliness has
not slowed him up too much, he
ghould win in good time.

The mile and two-mile are not
likely to be strenuously coniested by
Holy Cross, but with the track in
excellent condition, due to yester-
day’s good weather, DBenson and
Cook should make very good times.
In fact Cook is expected by everyone
to break the Technology rtecord at
the two-mile, as he came within three
seconds of ithe record at Bowdoin
while running against a strong wind
and with wvery little competition to
push him,

Principal interest in the field
events will center in the shot-put, in
which Leslie is expected to0 come
very close to breaking the new rec-
ord which he set up at Bowdoin last
Saturday, Brawley is Holy Cross’
best man, but it is doubtful if he can
do over 39 ft, whereas Leslie's rec-
ord ig 42 ft, 1 in, Xawragon will
be pushed to the limit to defeat
Grady of Holy Cross in the pole-
vault. The latter has done 11 ft,
which iz higher than Lawrason has
done so far this season. Unless fHoly
Cross springs a surprise in the
broad-jump Fox, C. Reed and Morse
should finish one, two, three in this
event, as they have all done over
2¢ ft, during the .past week, The
other field events are an unknown
quantity as far as Holy Cross is con-
certied and the lack of star men on
the Technology team in these events
will make their outcome exceedingly
doubtful.

Like the broad-jump, the sprints
will be most clogely contested be-
iween the Technology representa-
tives, Not since the days of Carl
Gram have so0 many good sprinters
represented the Institute, O'Hara
should win the hundred in close to
10 seconds, followed by Wilson and
Loomis, unless Capiain Trowell of
Holy Crosg comes in for a place. In
the 220 the order should be Loomis,
O'Hara, Wilson, although Lee of
Holy Cross is & good man in this
event. However, he will already
have run the quarter and should be
shut out from placing. Loomis has
made the best time in this event

of women, At present there are few ob-
jeclions to the education of women,
and it is found that though there
are many colleges for girls, the wo-
nmen have not lheen made masculine,
nor have they lost their feminine
charm. It has been shown that wo-
men are intellectwally capable, and
it is now time to give them the bal-
lot. Mrs, Johnson believes that wao-
men have gradually risen from the
position of low esteem in which they
were formerly, and that giving them
the vote iz merely the next step in
advance.

‘Women uphold the details of moral
life more than men, They are con-
cerned with the rvearing of chiidren,
and bave a vital interest in laws that
affect the children, as well as in many
laws which affect ihemselves, bnt
they are not given any wveice in the
making of those laws, 1f women
were given the vote they would ho
able to have a voice in things that
are of importance tec them. They
are tired of working by indirect meth-
ods, for what ‘they want, and think
they deserve the power of direct sc-
iion.

The spealer showed a map illustrat-
ing ihe progress of woman suffrage,
which was quite a surprise to many
of the audience, on aceount of the
number of western states where wo-
men vote. She also gave figures
showing the mimber of voters in Mas-
sachugetts, for which she computed
that the suffragists have te win over
about 230,000 voiers fo win in Mas-
sachugetts.

In conclusion, she likened the part
which women have formerly played
in progress to the cars of a railroad
train, which are pulled along, but
do no pulling, Now women demand
that they play the part of lecomn-
tives equally with the men.

Mrs, George Gove of Washingion,
D. C., was the next speaker., She
described the parade which was held
in that city a year ago, when the
spectators made so much trouble for
the marchers,

that has been recorded by a Technal-
ogy man since 1509,

Technology should win the meet,
but our team will know that they
have been in 2 meet with a team of
the first rank before they are
through.

During the past year many under-
graduates, not officially connected
with the Institute Committee, have
attended the meetings of that body
and have taken an active and helpful
part in the discussions., One would
have expected that the map who
signs himself “A Visitor” might have
acted in a gimilar manner. Evident-
ly he preferred to take no useful part
in the meeting, but rather to reserve
his remarks, which are entirely of a
destructive nature, to be printed in
the form of a communication,

The article might have been ig-
nored as the writing of one who has
& chronic desire to publish communi-
cations were it not for one statement
whieh T take the liberty of quoting:

“Their meetings are both interest-
iing and instructive and it might be
pogsible that with greater interest
in the Institute Committee the men
when voting for the men on that com-
mittee would be sure that they were
choosing men who had the .inlerest

of the class as a whole at heart and

did not merely consider the guestion
of their own personal advancement
or the interesls of an association of
which they happened to be a mem-
ber.”

This assertion, it seems to me, re-
flects discredit upon no ome except
its author. It is not surprising that
he did not sign his name to the
communication, for men of his stamp
seldom do. I hope “A Visltor” will
address these charges directly to
those whom he suspectg of “consider-
ing their own advancement” for in
that case he is certain to reeeive the
treatment which he so justly de-
serves,
