The track team deserves hearty
congratulations for its fine showing
against Holy Cross last Saturday.
Prospects of winning the New Eng-
land Intercollegiate on May twenty-
third at the Stadium now appear
brighter than ever.

The controversy over the recent
criticism of the Institute Committee
seems to he essentially one of point
of view. The Committee made the
selections with satisfactory results
and with the best of intentions, in
the way which seemed best adapted
to the case, Hven Jove sometimes
nods, however; and the elections
were carried out in 3 way indicative
of a great lack of interest and a fen-
dency to set dangerously restrictive
precedents, mot in accord with the
spirit of the Undergraduate Constitu-
tion. To the members, the eriticism
appeared an aggregation of black-
guarding accusations from an out-
gsider who knew pothing of the mat-
ter, directed againmst a body which
has done a great deal of good for
Technology., To the critic, the action
not only appeared indolent but sa-
vored of politics, and he accordingly
overshoi himself somewhat in his
efforts to correct abuses. The re-
plies from the Committee, while en-
tirely correci in resenting his exag-
erations, erred in deseending to per-
sonalities and in denying his right
to criticize, whieh he ably defends in
this issue,

“Doc” Cook’'s time in the iwo-mile
on Saturday is the fastest recorded
in any meet yet this yvear and places
him in line as the logical winner of
first place at the New England Inter-
collegiates. With more competition
he would undoubtedly be able to het-
ter that time by several seconds.

Tom Guething had a bad break of
luck in getting shut in at the start
of the quarter Saturday, but he will
have a chance to reverse the decis-
ionr at the New Englands.

No matter how weak Tech is in
the weight events, there is at least
the consolation of thinking that
there is one team still weaker.

Bond of Michigan is a man to be
watched in the Intercollegiates this
vear. Hven time in the century and
213-5 for the furlopg is fast step-
ping for this early in the season.

A comparison of the times' made
in all the dual meets on Saturday
shows that Tech will be a strong
contender in all the running events
at the New Englands with a chance
of plaging several men in the big In-
tercollegiates,

Leslie’s heave of the shot on Sat-
urday wag a foot beiter than the
mark made by Bartlett in the Brown-
Amherst meet.

Charlie Fox is threatening the Tech
record in the broad jump at every
meet. Hig jump of 21 feet, & 12
inches on Saturday i only four

To the Editer of THE TECH,

Dear Sir: )

I deplore the most vehement and
unconventional language used by the
gentlesmen whose communications
bave of late appeared in THE TECH,
Probably the fact that an ordinary
student would dare to do such a
thing as io venture to criticise so
honorable and esteemied a hody as
the Institute Commitize has for the
moment ‘upset them and caused them
to overstep the bounds of proper ad-
dress to a fellow siudent. I was
perfectly sincere in my criticism of
the committee and, in fact, 2 conver-
sation which I held with a very es-
teemed member of that committee
further copvinced me that my as-
sumption that the elections held
were a farce was true. I was in-
formed by that gentleman that there
were probably so few nominations
because of the fact that ail the men
there were certain that those elected
were the only ones for the places. In
fact he said that the executive com-
mittee in session before the meeting
had reached the conclusion that
these men were the proper ones for
.the place, The Uniform donstitution,
Artiele 3, See. 3, provides for the
election of the Temporary OQOfficers
of the Freshman class by the Insti-
tute Committee. To 2all intenis and
purposes this appears to mean that
the choice shall be made by the en-
tire Institute Committee from candi-
dates drawn from the Sophomore
class at large. 'While the action of
the Instituie Committee might fuifili
all the requirements oi the section,
to the visitor it seemed that the elee-
tion was made by a few men, now
found to be the executive commmit-
tee, from candidates  arbitrarily
chosen from a select group of a few
~former fortunate candidates for of-
fice. 1My sole objection lies in the
fact that to create, in this case by
Art, 3, Sec. 3, the appearance of do-
ing one thing and in practice doing
another thing which seems to show
partiality to a few, a condition not in
itself to be expected in the elause
as accepied by the student body, is
acting in bad faith. It is the prin-
ciple of thing and not the person or
persons that I critleise. 'The person,
whatever his name may be, and what-
ever his position, is too small an
element to be considered. I merely
person were attacked the probability
of the recurrence of such an elec-
tion would not be eliminated, hence
the man who seeks to retort by per-
sonal insult to what was merely a
criticism of principles as applied,
shows an inability to grasp the broad
meaning of things., He places him-
self, necesgarily, in that category of
individuals who have bheen deprived
‘of the opportunity to feel themselves
a part of the larger brotherhood and
who consequently have their views
limited by the prejudiced conceptions

of those who draw the line between

“we Wwho run the Institute” and the
“ordinary student” who is by them
not sgupposed to he gifted with the
intelligence of applying reason to the
ordinary occurrences about him, I
did not intend to shock the dignity
of the Institute Commniitiee by as-
suming as a mere student the pre-
