Auto Construction,

Approximately seven hundred stu-
denis atiended the lecture illustraled
with moving pictures which was giv-
en before the Mechanical Engineer-
ing Society vesterday afternoon in
Huutington Hall, The lecture was
given by Mr. Harry J. DeBear of the
Maxwell Automobile Company. The
meeting was open ¢ evervone =znid
men frony all courses were present,

The whole process of auto manu-
faciuring was made very reatistic.
The testing of springs and shafts was
shown te very good advantage. Hard-
ness tosts were made Dby dropping
a steel ball on the metal and noling
the height to which it bounced. There
were several views of the chemical
labhoratory where the steel is tested
for sulphur, phosphcrus carbon and
other constituents. The boring of the
cvlinders with multiple drills, erank
turning, milling, and the balancing ang
waighing of the moving parts were
illustrated, and assemblies of the var-
ious parts of the auto such as trans-
mission, moter, frame and hody were
shown separately. There were also
many pictures of general interest
to engineers, among <which were
those of drop forging and cold press-
ing. .
