CHEMOTHERAPY

AT CHEM. SMOKER

P:dio-xy - diamnido - arseno-benzol-
dihydrochloride—Its History
and Properties, Tonight.

Tonight the last smoker of the
Chemical Society for the current
vear will be held in the Union at
7.30 p. m.  Prof. Henry P. Talbot, ’85,
who is in charge of the Depariments
of Chemistry and Chemical Engineer-
ing at the Insgtitute, will give the
talk of the evening.

Dr. Talbot is to speak on the sub-
ject of “Chemotherapy,” a compara-
tively new application of the science
of chemisiry, and one on which there
is very little literature published. It
deals with the practieal applicatlion
of chemisiry in the prevention and
cure of disease, and in the discov-
ery of new melhods for the sane.
Prof. Talbot will tell of the research
laboratories of the large manufactur-
ing drug companies, and of the medi-
cal institutes, and of the methods
uged in them for the discovery and
testing of new preveniives and anti-
dotes.

REGIMENT I8 FOUND
VERY SATISFACTORY

Inspected by Captain Schindel—
Men May Get Chance
To Enlist.

Yesterday afternoon, from 3 to b,
the Regiment was inspected by Capt.
8., J. B. Schindel, of the General Stalf
of the army. This was the regular
governmental inspection, and the reg-
jment fully upheld the reputation it
has made this year, in marchings,
manuals, extended order work and
firing. Capt. Schindel said after the
drill, “The battalion is much better
than it was last year; it showed de-
cided improvement. All in all, the
work was very creditably performed,
Such drill gives the TUnited States a
number of very well educated and
trained men, who have the elements
of military education as well as in-
struction in sanitation and hygiene,

from whom colunteer officers can be
from which volunteer officers can he
drawn.”
