DISEASE CURED BY
SYNTHETIC CHEMISTRY

Prof. Talbot Tells of Modern
Chemotherapy and Work

of Paul Ehrlich.
Prof. Talbot’s talk on Chemotherapy

last might at the Chemieal Society
Smoker introduced many of the large
number of men present to a line of
chemistry with which they were en-
tirely unfamiliar, Dr, Talbot dealt
mainly with the work of Paul Ehrlich,
a work in synthetic organic chemistry
which has been the basis of practical-
ly all the modern methods of combat-
ing disease.

He defined chemotherapy as a sys-
tematic attack by means of synthetic
chemicals on those diseazes caused
by parasites, and gave with some de-
tall the development of this line.of
work, showing how the effecis of
various radicals on the diseased cells
were studied, and from these syn-
thetic organic ehemicals made to pro-
duce the effects desired,

Prof. Spofiord Tells of New
Option and Alliance

with Harvard,

At the banquet of the Civil En-
gineering Society last night, in the
Copley SBguare Hotel, the plans for
the Civil Engineering Department in
the future were outlined by Professor
Spofford. A former president of the
A. 8. C. B, Mr. Desmond Fitzgerald,
and Mr. Harrison P. Eddy, president
of the Boston SBociety of Civil Engin-
eers, also gave addresses. President
Philip E. Morrill outlined the work
done by Llhe Beociety this year and
stated that the membership had been
increased from seventy-three to one
hunndred and forty.

In telling of the plans of the de-
partment Prof. Spofford said that the
alliance with ¥arvard wounld go
partially into effect next year, Har-
vard’s professors will come to the In-
stitute and become members of the
facoity here. The wnew option in
Highway Eungineering, he said, will
introduce differences from the present
options in the third and fourth years.
This course will not go particularly
inte details but will aim to give gén-
eral characler training and oppottun-
ity for thinking.

A comparison of the times
made by other New England collegeé
in a number of track meets held last
Saturday shows that as far as the
Institute is concerned this year's
Championships will bhe most agree-
able.

Although Rice, formerly of Powder
Point and now of Maine, did not make
extra fast time in the dashes he will
easily take first place in hoth dashes
on the twenty-second, according to
the “dopesters.” Loomis and O’Hara
will be very strong and ought to show
up in their usual geood form. When
Captain Guething and Lee of Holy
Cross again race each other the run-
ning will be close. The New England
record of 49 3-5 sec. is held hy Lester
of Williams, Saturday's time was 51
gec. Guething has covered the dis-
tance in 50 4-5 sec,

In the 880 yard run C. T. Guething
made a time of 2 min. 2 2-5 sec. This
compares tavorably with dther times
made Saturday, the hest of whiclh was
by Bell of Maine in 2 min, 34-5 sec.
Benson in the mile made far better
time than Coop of Brown, Barron of
Tufts, or Schriver of Williams. When
Cook broke the Tech record for two
miles in & min. 49 gec. he suceceeded
algo in making better time by 12-5
sec, than any other race run Satur-
day. His nearest competitor was Bar-
ron of Tufts.

Hudson of Trinity made the high
hurdles at Orono in 16 1-5 sec. and
low hurdles in 2615 sec. “Tom”
Huff did the former in 16 2-5 see.and
the latter in 26 4-5 seec. Considering
that Huff had just recovered from a
gickness his times were excellent.
