in recognizing the demand it creates
for men with a dual training.

The reason doubtless lies in thb
fact that this demand has in the past
been fairly well supplied from two
sources,-engineering school grad-
uates with more or less business
trading, and college men who have
acquired engineering experience in
the shop or factory. Both types have,
by reason of their one-sided training,
generally lacked a comprehensive
grasp of their work.

The problem of giving in a single
course an education along both tech-
nical and business lines can probably
be solved to the best advantage by
the engineering school. Course XV
constitutes a timely step in this direc-
tion.

An introductory course for Fresh
men has recently been organized at
Oberlin, the purpose of which is to
inform incoming students of the pur-
poses, conditions, and opportunities
of college life.
