PRELIMINARY NEW

Technology Expects To Qualify
—Large Number in
Events,

The preliminaries in the New Eng-
lands will be held at the Stadium
this afternoon. "Trials in the 100, 229,
440 dashes and the 880 yard run.
Preliminaries in the high and low
hurdles will also be run off and the
weoding out of .the weight men will
be begun. Technology will enter
four men in nearly all the events
and Captain CGuething and Coach
Kanaly hope to have a large number
qualify for the finals, O’Ilara, Wil-
kins, Loomis and Wilson ought to
qualify for the semu-finals on Satur-
day. In the quarter Capt. Guething
and Peasles are. expected to come
through without much difficulty, C.T.
Guething is about the only man in
the half that is expected to do much
although Donnelly is showing up
well. Huff ought to gqualify in the
hurdles with a possibility of Sewell
or Foster in addition. Fox and Reed
in the broad jump and Sullivan, Tee-
son and Hall in the high jump stand
a fair show of making good. Lawra-
son in the pole vault and Leslie in
the shoiput are the strongest from
here and shonld qualify,

The outcome of the meet on Sat
urday is extremely doubtful. The In-
stitute, Dartmouth and Maine will
fight it out for the first three places.
Dartmouth has several sure firsy
places that makes her rule the fav-
orite but other teams cutting in may
upset calculations. The Institute
should score points in the following
manner from the present outlook:
2nd and 4th in the hundred, 2nd and
4th in the 220, 2nd and 4th in the
440, 4th in the 880, third in the mile,
1st in the 2 mile, 3rd in the 120 high
hurdies, 2nd in the high jump, 2nd
in the broad jump, 8rd in the pole
vault, 8rd shot put. This would make
a total of thirty-two points to the In-
