The scores of the men in the final
list will probably be completed on
Friday of this week.

'The requirements for the N. R. A,
medals are a general average of 42
for Expert, 38 for Sharpshooter, and
32 for Marksmen, out of a possible
50 under these conditions: 10 shots
Rapid Fire standing-kneeling at 200
yards., in 1 min. 30 sec.; 10 shots
Rapid Fire prone at 300 yds., in 2
min.; 10 shots Slow Fire prone at 300
yds. 8 inch bullseye; 10 shots Slow
Fire prone at 500 yds. 20 inch bulls,
eye; 10 shots Slow Fire, sand bag
rest, prone at 600 yds., 20 inch bulls-
eye. The Rapid Fire shooting is done
at a special target, representing the
head and shoulders of a man protrud-
ing over a bank.

TECH TAKES THIRD PLACE IN
N. E. I. C. A. A. MEET IN STADIUM

Cook Stars With Remarkable Performance In Two Mile
Event-O'Hara Shows Well In Sprints

Although not coming quite up to
expectations, the Institute track team
made a good showing in the Stadium
Saturday against the other New Eng-
land colleges, finishing third with
26 5-6 points, only 1 1-6 points lbe-
hind Maine, the second best team
competing. As has been the case for
the last few years, Dartmouth scored
another overwhelming victory, piling
tup 57 1-2 points.

By far the best performance of a
Tech nlan was the running of F. L.
Cook, '15, in the two mile. Cook
covered the distance in 9 minutes 37
4-5 seconds, only 2 1-5 seconds be-
hind the record of Atwater. Con-
sidering the strong wind, this time
was a remarlkable performance. Aft-
er laying back for the iirst two laps,
Cook took the lead and was never
headed. Saltmarsh of Dartmouth and
Preti of Mlaine fell in behind Cook in
the order named and these tilhree
men soon put the rest of the field
out of the running. Until the sev-
enth lap the three leaders stuck to-
gether with only a single stride sep-
arating'them. At the bell announcing
the last lap Cook opened up a notch
with the other two men responding
until the last 220 was reached. Then
Cook let loose and Saltmarsh, after
a vain try, let him go, finishing fif-
teen yards behind him. Preti came
in close to Saltmarsh with Coop of
Brown thirty or forty yards bphind
him. Cook turned the first mile in
4:49, three seconds slower than the
two first mile in his race against
Holy Cross, which was done in only
4:49:4. W'all, Litchfield and Nye, tihe
other Tech men in the two mile.
found the going much too fast for
them.

F. P. O'Hara, '17, showed himself
to be the second 'best dash man, win-
ning second to Charlie Rice of Maine
in both sprints. O'Hara clearly out-
classed Llewellyn of Dartmouth in
the 100 and Olson of Dartmouth In
the furlong race. L. A. Wilson, '14,
went as far as the semifinals. O'Hara
forced Rice to do record time. The
first misfortune to strike the Tech
team occurred in this race when C.
Loomis, '16, pulled a leg in the semi-
final heat when he looked sure for a
place.

By a brilliant spurt at the tape. C.
Guething, '16, nosed out a fourth place
in the half mile in the fastest time
the 'reck runner has turned. Granger
of Dartmouth came up on the final
stretch and broke the tape first in 1
minute 58 seconds. Bell of Maine came
in second and Higgins of Holy Cross,
who did the leading all the race, fin-
ished third.

T. (luething, '14, used himself up in
Lhe quarter in fighting with Lee of
Holy Cross. These two men spoiled
their chances after leading all the
way, almost the entire field passing
them just at the tape. A. F. Peas-
tee, '14, saved Tech by sprinting into
hird place for a place, unexpected from

his showing early in the race. O'Con-
nor of Dartmouth crossed the tape
first in 51 1-5 seconds with his team
mate, Riley, second. Merrill of Colby
took the fourth place.

Benson ran his race in the niile
against faster men in good style. He
led the second quarter and then
stuck to Marceau of Dartmouth until
the last 220. Here Thompson over-
hauled Benson, abut the Tech man
fought off Tuclker of Dartmouth and
Towner of Maine, getting the third
place. Tucker finished fourth.

iuff got a lad start in the 220 huir-
dles and the best he could do was
secuond. IHuff shcwed up well in the
trial heats and was expected to run
second to Braun of Dartmouth, but
the Green runner tripped and did notl
even finish.

C. S. Reed, '16, was another man of
whom .not much was expected, but
who came through in fine shape. Reed
cleared 21 feet 10 inches in the broad
jump, a whole foot better than he
has ever done before. This perform-
ance took second place. Nordell of
Dartmouth took the first place with
23 feet.

W. A. Sullivan, '17, tied with L. K.
LAttie of Dartmouth for second in
the high jump at 5 ft. 8 1-l inches.
E. E. Teeson, '15, took a third of the
fourth place with White of Brown
and Hutchsteiner of Amherst at 5 ft.
6 1-4 inches.

F. H. Leslie, '14, took a. fourth in
the shot put with a heave of 41 ft.
2 1-2 inchies. Whitney of Dartmouth
was the star performer with 46 ft.
2 3-4 inches. Bartlett of Brown fin-
ishel second and Smith of Dartmouth
third.

L. Lawrason, '16, tied for second in
the pole vault with McKenney of Bow-
doin and IKing of Williams at eleven
feet. Buck of Dartmouth took first
at a height of only four inches more.

Tech did not figure at all in the
hammer and discus where the com-
oetition was of a high class variety.
Bailey of Maine put the record figure
in the hammer way up when he toss-
ed the ball 164 ft. 8 1-2 inches, the
former mark being 148 ft. 8 1-2 inches.

Althouglh Tech did not beat out
Maine for second, the performance
of the Institute team is considered re-
