REPORT OF HAWAIIAN
VOLCANO OBSERVATORY

Account Of Conduct Of Foun-
tains, Lakes and General
Experiments.’

The report of the Technology Ha-
wallan Volcano Observatory in a
small, neat. guarto of sgeventy-five
pages appeared during the sumimer.
The observatory was founded by an
initial contribution of $25,000, known
as the Whitney fund, with the idea
of a systematic observation of volea-
noes. The work owes its initiative
to the interest and aclivity of Pro-
fessor T. A. Jaggar of the Geological
Department, who has been named di-

rector of the observatory.

The story given in the report is
largely a day by day account. The
conduet of the fiery lake in the bot-
tom of the crater is chronicled, to-
gether with the oscillations of the
lakes within their basing, the differ-
ent kinds of action, the firequent
earthquake shocks and the fountains,
ene of which, “old faithful,” was
playing at intervals of thirty sec-
onds, sending hot spray to a height
of a hupdred feet. Experimenis were
made in the gas-compogition of the
vapor clouds above the lakes and the
flows of the molten lava into the
flery pools as well ag the fioating isl-
and are accurately described.
