Will Discuse Human
Engineering.

Side Of

The first speaker which the T. C. A.
presents to the student body this
year, is Mr. Charles R. Towson of
New York, who will speak in the
Union Friday noon at one-thirty on
"The Human Side of the Engineer-
ing Profession." Mr. Towson is the
secretary of the Industrial Depart-
ment of the International Committee
of the Y. M. C. A. There are eight
international secretaries of which he
is chief.

CAMBRIDGE AWARDS '

Following his conference with Mhyor
Good of Camnbridge on the scholar-
ships to Cambridge students, Presi-
dent Maclaurin has addressed to the
mayor a letter which puts the whole
position of the Institute very clearly
and disclaims any responsibility for
any misunderstandings that may have
arisen.

It appears that some persons have
believed that free tuition had been
promised to all needy students who
passed their examinations. "Nothing
of the kind has been promised" writes
President Maclaurin, "nor could such
a suggestion be entertained." The
official statement in the catalogue
calls attention to the fact that the
number of scholarships is limited.

The President further stated that
in such questions as the distribution
and individual amounts of the
awards, the Institute would gladly ac-
cept the decision of the Cambridge
authorities as representing the judg-
ment of the community.

Y. M. C.. A. PRIVILEGES
FOR TECHNOLOGY MEN

Azrrangements Made By T. C. A.
For Its Paying

Members.

Through the co-operation of the
Boston Y. M. C. A. the Technology
Christian Association is able again
this year to offer the Y. M. C. A. priv-
ileges to its paying members. A pay-
ing member of the T. C. A. is one
who pays into its treasury the mini-
mum sum of one dollar a year and
receives in return a membership card.
This card shown at the Y. M. C. A.
will entitle the holder to the full
Y. M. C. A. privileges during the
school year.

Such privileges include the use of
the tank, the gymnasium, the pool
and billiard room, the bowling alleys,
hand-ball courts, etc., under the same
conditions and with the same priv-
ileges as regular Y. M. C. A. mem-
bers. To those holding paying mem-
bership cards, the rates are as fol-
lows: gymnasium, student rate, eight
months, eight dollars; natatorium,for
those using the gym, student rate,
eight months, four dollars; natatori-
um, for those not using the gym, stu-
dent rates, six months, seven dollars;
natatorium, single swim, twenty
cents. 4

The tank is 75 feet long by 25 feet
wide, in a room 100 feet by 40 feet.
