STATISTICS ON SCHOL-
ARSHIPS GIVEN OUT

L,One Student Qut Of Five And
One-Half Aided By A
Scholarship Grant.

In view of the prominence given
to scholarships at Technology by the
discussion of the matter in Cam-
bridge, the recent report of the Com-
miitee on Scholarships with its sta-
tistics becomes a matter of present
inferest. It is interesting to realize,
for example, that one student out of
every five and one-half iz aided by
a scholarship, In view of the large
figureg in galary that tome to &0
many within- a few years of gradua-
tion, such statistics are of great value
for a gauge of the capital that an
education in a technical college
repregents. In the past year the
sum of money expended by the Insti-
tute iz nearly $23,000,

The number of grants has increased
a little more rapidly than the total
registration of students. In 1907-08
approximately one studeni in every
6.6 received a grant, and in 1912-13
the proportion was oue to every 5.5.
It may bhe thought that this increase
has been due to a lowering of stan-
dard by the scholarship committee,
but sach suggestion is not true, The
amounts awarded from Institute funds
for this purpose have increased from
$20,437 in 19%07-08 to $22,652.50 in
'1913-14, :

Thirteen per cent of the seholar-
ships In 1912-13 were granted to
fregshmen, It has occasionally Dbeen
guestioned whether it is prudent tg
give guch aid to first-year students.
As throwing light on this question
the committee says that there is some
risk In selecting students early in
the course, but examination of the
records show {hat the judgment of
the &fommittee, on the whole, has
not been misplaced, Of the 17 fresh-
men in the class of 1911 who recelved
some aid in the year 1907-08, all but
one gradusted. The exception left
during the first term of his third
year in good standiang as far as his
studies were concerned. And so in
the class of 1912, there were 2b
freshmen aided from the Institute
funds; and of lhese 22 graduated.
As evidenee of the effori of the com-
mittee to maintain a high standard
of scholarship as a condition of re-
ceiving a grant, 12 of the awards
for ithe second term were made sub-
ject to good records to Dbe secured
during the first term. Fleven of these
students fulfilled the conditions.
