Owing to the fact that the new
field has not been. ready for use, none
of the men have been able to get the
proper training. The sprinters have
worked at starting at the gym, but
the greatest distance available is
forty yards. The cross-country squad,
while in good condition for a hard
hill and dale run of five or six miles,
is in no condition to go on the track
in a distance as short as the three
mile, when the pace will be much
faster than that at which they have
trained.

ENGINEBERING AND
SCIENTIFIC NOTES

Although there was a decrease In
the production of natural asphalt in
the United States in 1913, including
all the varieties of natural asphalt and
asphaltic sandstone and limestone,
there was a far greater corresponding
increase in the output of manufac-
tured or oil asphalt, according to the
United States Geological Survey. Oil
asphalt obtained as a residue from
the distillation of Mexican, Gulf and
California asphaltic oils, and even
from those of the Middle West, is
becoming more and more available.
There is correspondingly less interest
in the development of new sources of
natural asphalt.

Kentucky is one of the few States
in which fluorspar is produced, and
in 1913 the output was nearly double
in quantity and value that of 1912.
Other mineral products are asphalt,
cement, ferro alloys, iron ore, lead,
lime, mineral water, oilstones, sand
and gravel, sand-lime -brick and zinc.

The consumption of white arsenic
in the United States in 1913 amount-
ed to about 7,200 tons, valued at $270,-
00O, of which 2,513 tons, valued at
$159,236, was produced in this coun-
try as a by-product from copper and
precious-metal smelters, and the re-
mainder was imported largely from
EBuropean countries. For the pres-
ent, imports of arsenic will probably
be seriously diminished *by the Euro-
pean war. The American smelters
can save much more arsenic than
they do now, for the cheapness of the
product has prevented the saving of all
that was practicable, and the war
would seem to open the way for an
increase in the American output.

Works for the exclusive production
of arsenic have been erected at only
two places in the United States-
Brinton; -V-a., and Mineral, Wash. It
is difficult for such plants to produce
arsenic to be sold in competition with
the by-product of the smelters except
in periods of high prices, such as may
again prevail if the war and its in-
dustrial disturbances are long con-
tinued.

ENGINEERING SOCIETY

Manufacture Of Electric Cable
Will Be Chief Topic

Discussed.

The first meeting of the Boston
Section of the American Institute of
Electrical Engineers for the 1914-15
season will be held this evening, in
the auditorium of the Engineers'
Club. The topic to be discussed will
be "Electric Cable Design and Con-
struction.", The chief paper of the
evening will be an illustrated descrip-
tion of the manufacture of insulated
wires and cables by a representative
of the Simplex Wire and Cable Com-
pany of Cambridge. The paper will
not be confined to the practice of this
company, but will discuss broadly the
various processes in the production
of rubber-insulated wires and cables,
including the compounding and cur-
ing of the rubber, the methods of ap-
plying to the wire, the finishing pro-
cesses of braiding and leading, and
the final testing of the completed
product.

Following this paper will be a dis-
cussion upon factors entering the de-
sign of cables and the methods of
manufacturing cables with different
types of insulation. Several cable
manufacturers have promised contri-
butions to this discussion.
