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MR. NASMYTH SPEAKS-
ON WORLD PEACE

Tells Of Conclusions Brought
Home By Present
Conflict.

Yesterday afternoon in the T1Inion,
Mr. George W, Nasmyth, head of the
University Department- of World
Peace, told of his recent cbservations
in Europe, and the‘dekductions which
they forced him to.draw., His own
conclusion was that’ unwersal peace,
if it is ever {o come, must result from
a co-operative and constructwe, rath-
er than a competitive and destructive
policy,

Mr. Nasmyth prefaced his argument

t with a description of Europe as he

recently saw it. He said that, when
five million men were ealled to the
field in three days, there: was no
prevalent war spirit, bui rather a re-
gigned sorrow. These three hundred
fifty millions of people are plunging
into a chaos of “collective homicide”
becauge eacn . country - thinks it Is
fighting in self-defence,- 'The blame
apparently Is not with the rulers or
ihe nationg, but "with the outworn
system 'of "political philosophy, - The
speaker affirmed that the Bernhardi-
Nietzehe philosophy of foree is- the
chief cause of the present “collapse
of clvdlzatlon .

This" philosophy, the doctrine of
militarists, does not realize that all
men are memnbers of society; it
claims that any nation must inspire
either contempt or fear. It will not
admit the inter-dependence of nations,
nor the faet that no country will ever
gain by ‘war. (fhe ‘only way to change
it, however, j5 to examine {t*and alter
its foundations so as to bring about
co-operation,

The socialists, according tp Mr.

| Nasmyth, offer a very logical plan,

which unfortunately has many practi-
cal ‘defects. The true solution ig
given in the New Testament, - the
teachings of Christ, whom Mr, Nas-

cial engineer.” The reason we have
been unable to reap the greatest ben-
efits from our stupendoug secientific
advances is this faillure to recognize
the laws of human relatiénships.

Mr, Nasmyth gave several examples
of the New Testament philosophy,
recommending particularly for careful
analysis the Sermon on the Mount.
He condemned force as economically,
socially and morally wrong, and -said
that only under a policy of co-opera-
tion can love and peace he estab-
lished.

He concluded by emphasizing the
fact that Europe looks to the United
States, not merely for mediation, but
for a corrective plan; and, for such
a plan, suggested the main features
as, first, a replacement of secret diple-
macy and destructive competition by
federation; second, a respect for ev-
ery nation, however small; and, third,
the nationalization of armament indus--
tries. He admitted that these prin-
ciples may be called rather Utopian;_
hut said that the omly alternative to-
them is regularly recurring cataclysms
like the present one. -

TRIM M. A. H. S. TEAM

Clarkson Stars—The Backfield
Works Together For 4
Touchdowns.

The Freshman téam in the gecond
game of the year met Mechanie Arts
High School ~ Wednesday afternoon
and came off- the field winners by a
geore of 27 to 13, Mechanie Arts is
rated as one of the strongest Boston
High schools playing the game and
fhe win of the Freshmen over them
promises a great outlool for the team.
In the beginning of the game the
Freshman line did not work with
much uniformity and showed some
lack of team work. Ilowever, the
men played hard and succeeded in
opening up several big holes in their
opponents’ line, letting the backfield
go through for substantial gains. The
backfield showed up strong and work-
ed together well, showing good team
work, Their work was so uniform
that it would be hard to pick out the
individual stars. Clarkson scored
two touchdowns from punts, each
time running with the bali for eighty
vards through a broken field. Ryan
and Malley scored the other touch-
downs and Gleagon kicked three goals
out of three chances.

In the firgt perio@ Mechanic Arts
kicked off to the Freshmen and Bar-
rat succeeded in running the hall
back for about twenty yards. By a’
series of rushes 1818 carried the ball
down the field into their opponents’
territory and, after changing hands’
several times, Ryan carried the ball
over for the first touchdown. On ‘the"
kickoff to Mechanic Arts they fum-
bled, and Hall, playing center for the
Freghmen, got the ball.
