NEWBURYPORT? LOSES .

After the customary
Republican parade before presidential
elections, about 800 Technology stu-
dents gathered on Rogers steps to
cheer for "Teddy" and the other can-
didates. The police, believing the
peace of the city menaced, charged
the crowd using night sticks freely
and over a dozen men were injured
so badly that it was necessary to
have a surgeon called to dress their
wounds. As a result of the hearings
the Board of Police, on the second of
January, reduced one captain, a lieu-
tenant and three sergeants to lower
rank and fined
