While the
possibility of arrest is perhaps re-
mote, still the besi way to uphold
the name of an institution is not to
flaunt its name before the public as
a degiroyer of law, but rather as a

as those wishes are, for the time
being, in the guise of law,

RIFLE SHOOTING

Over five thousand coliege marks-
men is the record for the college
year ending June 30, 1914, Through
the combined efforts of the National
Rifle Association of America and the
Nationat Board for the Promotien of
Rifle Practice, rapid strides are be-
ing made looking to the iniroduction
of rifle shooting as one of the recog-
nized sports in the colleges through-
out the country and the movement
has been still further stimulated by
a recent aci of Congress authorizing
the free issue of rifles and ammauni-
tion fo college and university rifle

clubsg.

This work +was begun several
years ago by the National Rifle As-
sociation backed by the War Depart-
ment with a resulf that at the pres-
ent time there are 42 colleges and
universities having well organized
and active rifie clubs, National
championships are now being carried
on annually, both indoor and outdoor.
10e annial combpetition for college

- | teams ig now being organized for the
-{indoor season.

These matches are
shot on indoor ranges with 22-ealiber
rites, The championship for 1914
was won by the Michigan “Aggies”
and the outdoor championship was
won by the Mass. “Aggies.”

As an evidence of the fact that
the athletic authorities of a great
many colleges and universities are
recognizing marksmanship as a pait
of their athletie currieulum, many of
them are giving the college letter to
those students who make the rifle
teans.

A feature of this work
worthy of mention is the
there have been no serious accidents
of any kind on rifle ranges since the
work was infroduced, & claim that
could bardly hold good in connection
with other prominent school sports,
such as football and baseball. Iur-
thermore, only a small percentage of
students can {ake part in baseball
and football matches, while the num-
ber of students who can enter the
shooting competitions is only limited
to the capacity of the range.

In addition to competing against
each other in rifle matches, college
clubs are given annually a medal for
a members’ competition by the Na-
tional Rifle Association. Decora-
tions are also presented to club
members by the War Department for
qualifying as expert, sharpshooter
and marksman. The college whichx
made the best showing in the num-
ber of students qualified for the fis-
cal year ending June 30, 1914, was
Cornell University., The rifle club
which made the Dbest showing in ‘he
number of qualifications was the
Minnesota University Rifle Club,
which qualified 96 marksmen, 13
sharpshooters and 19 experts.

At the camps of instruction for
coliege students beld during the sum-
mer, rifle shooting was one of the
courses of military training laid
down. At these camps 31 students
qualified as experts, 114 as sharp-
shooters ard 219 ns marksmen, The
INational Rifle Association of Amer-
ica presented a cup for an intercolle-
