Dr. George A. Crawford Speaks
To Men In Union.

Yesterday noon Dr. George A.
Crawford, retired chaplain of the U.
S. Navy, spoke in the Union on the
subject, "The Value of Manners and
Method." He interspersed his i'e-
marks with many interesting anec-
dotes which gave his hearers insight
into the problem which the military,
naval, or prison chaplain has to face.

Dr. Crawford began by saying that
a great many people lie too near one
or the other of two extremes as re-
gards their manners. They either do
not care what people think of them,
and consequently do not even use
the common courtesies of life, or they
fear adverse opinion so much that
they hesitate to express their own
opinion.

Another common deficiency, said
Dr. Cra'wford, is lack of method. Men
acquire knowledge, or "get an educa-
tion" and then fail utterly because
they do not make a practical use of
what they know. These could be
overcome by systematically rooting
out their weak points.

To be well-mannered, however, a
man must be sincere. Counterfeits
may endure for a time, but ultimate-
ly they are discovered. A sincere,
well-mannered, businesslike man,
with fearless convictions, is what the
masters of industry are looking for;
and they will accept no substitutes.

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HOW -THE FIELD DAY
CUSTOM ORIGINATED

Annual Event Substituted Over
Decade Ago For Bloody

Cane-Rush.

The final cane rush between the
Freshman-and Sophomore classes oc-
curred on- November 15, 1900. The
rush was much the same as in former
years, the Freshmen being given pos-
session of the cane, while the second
year mlen attacked their formation
with flying wedges. The. scrimmage
lasted fifteen minutes and, as usual,
the pistol shot to cease the struggle
was a signal for the fiercest fighting.
When the men were cleared away it
was found that the 1904 men had
won the rush with nineteen hands
while the Freshmen had only eleven.
Ait the bottom of the pile of men was
the unconscious body of Hugh Chad-
wick Moore, '04.

In a class meeting a few days pre-
vious to the rush, Moore spoke briefly
to his fellows, advising them not to
stop the struggle when the pistol was
fired as signal to end the rush. Fol-
lowing his own advice, be wrapped
himself bodily around his end of the
cane at the moment the shot was
fired. At this point the struggle be-
came more enthusiastic. New men
joined the struggling lower-class men
In some way Moore was thrown down
beneath the pile but still retained hiS
hold on the cane. Those nearest per-
ceived a body under them and upon
asking if he was all right they re-
ceived a reply in the affirmative. The
asking if he was all right they
received a reply in the affirma-
tive. When the upperclassmen suc-
ceeded in pulling off the upperniost
men, someone noticed the prostrate
body of Moore. He was carried out
unconscious and all efforts to revive
him were unsuccessful.

Another Freshman, Harold W. Sher
rill, was carried froom the field

suffering from a hemiorrhage of
both eyes and enlargement of the
heart. The accidents were due to
the strain received in the rush
caused by prolonged holding of the
breath and the external pressure of the
crowd. He was standing beside Moore
on the cane. When the crowd in the ceil
ter of the rush fell, lie tumbled on his
side, and thus avoided the fatal re
sults that might have occurred had
lie fallen on his back as Moore did
He was confined to a dark room fo
nearly a fortnight and never entirel
recovered.

NEW FIELD- BEST
IN THE COUNTRY

t~~~~Straightaways Are Twenty-Eight
Feet Wide, Accommodating

Ten Runners.

The opening of the New Field to-
day marks the first step in the stu-
dent's occupation of the new Insti-
tute grounds.

Several features of the track are
expected to make it one of the
finest in the intercollegiate list. The
220-yd. straightaway has been do
laid out that in the spring when
most of the college meets and the
intercollegiates are held the sun w-
not bother the runners as was found
to be the case last year at the Sta-
dium. This straightaway has been
made 250 yds. long to allow for stop-
ping, and 28 ft. wide. This will allow
nine or ten men in the dashes, thus
doing away with running so many
elimination heats. Six hurdles can be
comfortably placed across the track
where in the Stadium only five can
be accommodated. The track itself
is 20 ft. wide in its narrowest places,
on the turns, and 28 ft. on both
straightaways, making it the widest
in the United States. The Harvard
Stadium track, in comparison, Is ap-
proximately 20 ft. wide at its widest
parts.

The quarter mile has been planned
so that it can be made with only
one turn and with the finish in front
of the grandstand. The half will be
run with three turns and with the
finish also in front of the stand. It

ris expected that by eliminating the

turns faster time can be made in
these events. The nile, two-mile and

t five-mile will be run as usual around
3 the regular quarter-mile track with
t start and finish before the grand'

stand. The broad and high jump have
been placed inside the track opposite

- the stand, and the feature of these
1 is that there are pits at each end of
f the runways. This allows men to run
eeither way to jump, avoiding obliga
o tion to jump against the wind.
