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The changes brought about by the
present European Wlar in the col-
leges of England and Canada are
very interesting. Eighteen hundred
graduates of Oxford are away upon
military service, Wounded soldiers
occupy the gardens of New Colleges
and Kitchener's- recruits drill on the
sacred lawns in front of Baliol. Even
dons are seen drilling with men from
the plow and the counter. So gal-
lantly has Oxford- enlisted that
scarcely one blue is left, and practi-
cally the only undergraduates play.
ing football or rowing are from In-
dia, Japan or Egypt.

In the Canadian Universities ex-
emptions in requirements are made
for those taking up military drill
with a view to being prepared for a
third over-seas contingent if this is
necessary. McGill in MVntreal led
this movement. It is expected that
a battalion of eight hundred or more
students could be raised in Winnipeg
alone. Already numerous students of
Manitoba University have joined the
colors. Queen's University in Kings-
ton, on account of its situation with-
in a quarter of a mile: of the Royal
Military College, Canada's "West
Point," has probably done more than
any of the'others. The Medical stu-
dents have formed an 'ambulance
corps and are drilling two hours a
week. The Arts--and Sciences men
have organized an infantry battalion.
Arrangements have been made
whereby the "Queen's University
Journal" is- sent to the Queen's men
at the front.

The English newspapers have start-
ed a movement known as the "Over-
Seas Club" with the purpose of col-
lecting money to supply the British
troops, with tobacco 'land cigarettes.
Every quarter contributed provides a
soldier with a parcel containing a
quarter of a pound of smoking tobac-
co, fifty cigarettes and a box of
matches. In each case the name and
address of the subscriber are written
on the parcel, and the packages can
be sent. to any particular individual
in the field. Tehnology students who
wish to aid in this work may 'leave
contributions at the Cage for H. Al-
lan, '17.

ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION
HOLDS MEETING

Important Amendments Made
To Present Constitution

-Offices Filled.

At a meeting of the M. I. T. A. A.
Tuesday it was voted that the As,
sistant Manager of the Track Team
have complete charge of Field Day
with the six team managers as as-
sistants. A ballot for Treasurer re-
sulted in the unanimous election of
George R. Urquhart, '15. Kirkland
H. Day was elected Secretary of the
Association. F. V. du Pont was per-
manently elected Assistant Manager
of the Track Team. -The Association
voted to recognize the Swimming and
Gymnasium Teams, and approved the
budget of the Hockey Team. A pre-
liminary report of Field Day finances
showed a balance of $606.76, an exr
ceptionally fine showing. At this
point the meeting was adjourned to
Tuesday, Nov. 17, at five o'clock.

The following amendments to the
constitution were made:

Art. 2, Sec. 1. The membership of
this association shall consist of two
members elected from and by each
class, the managers and captains of
all Institute teams, and the Treas-
urer and Secretary of the Associa-
tion.

Art. 3, Sec. 1. The officers of the
Association shall be a President,who
shall ibe elected from the Senior
class, and a Vice-president, who shall
both be members of the Association;
a Treasurer, and a Secretary, neither
of whom, previous to their election,
need be members of the Association.
They shall be elected at the first
meeting of the Association by a ma-
jority vote, and shall hold office for
one year.

Art. 4, Sec. 3. Stricken out en-
tirely.

Amendments to the By-Laws were
made as follows:

Art. 1, Sec. 3. The duties of the
Treasurer shall be, on the first Tues-
day of each month, during the athle-
tic seasons, to demand, audit, and
record an itemized account of all re-
ceipts and expenditures of each man-
ager of Institute teams, and at the
close of each season to audit and
sign a final report of each manager
for publication. He shall have con-
trol of all moneys received from any
source and by all departments of In-
stitute athletics, and shall keep sep-
arate accounts for each department,
and pay out such moneys as he may
,be directed to by the Association. He
shall record the budget of each team
as approved by the Institute Commit-
tee.

Sec. 4. The Secretary shall keep
an accurate account of all proceed-
ings of the Association, and shall is-
sue notice of meetings. He shall act
as assistant to the Treasurer.

Art. 6. All payments of money to
teams shall be made only by the
Treasurer of the Athletic Association.
Applications for money for teams
must be submitted, in the form of
statements, in detail, of probable ex-
penses, by the respective managers
to the Athletic Association Treas-
urer. This application, if approved
by the Association, shall Ibe forward-

ARMY CAPTAIN HERE
FOR AERODYNAMICS

Finds Technology Only School
In Country Equipped

For Research.

Concerning the state of the new
course in aerodynamics at the Insti-
tute, it is interesting to note that one
of the students recently enrolled at
Technology is Captain V. E. Clark of
ITniontown, Pa., who has come here
to obtain the benefit of special post-
graduate work on aerodynamics.

Captain Clark is a graduate of An-
napolis who has been transferred to
the army and is attached to the Avia-
tion Section of the Signal Corps. He
has been for eight months at the fly-
ing school at San Diego, and has be-
come skilled in the management of
aeroplanes, having been up to a
height of a mile or more.

Technology is the only college in
the country fitted for scientific in-
vestigation of practical matters in
aerodynamics. The new course, which
has been open only this term, is be-
ginning auspiciously according to
Lieutenant Hunsaker, who has charge
of the instruction. Besides Captain
Clark, M. S. Chow, one of the M. I. T.

One In The United States.

In statistics of the co-operative

stitution has offered studies in this
exceedingly important branch of pub-
lic health work. With reference to
an item spread over the country that
women are refused admission to the
course for Health Officers, Professor
W. T. Sedgwick says that at the be-
ginning it was found that certain of
the studies given in the Harvard
Medical School are not open to
women, but it was quickly arranged
that this work might be taken in
some other institution, and that with
this supplied in some such way
women have for a year been eligible
to study in the Co-operative School.
