CIVIL ENGINEER WANTED

T. C. A. Receives Call From
South American College.

The T. C. A. has received a letter
from the Student Volunteer Movement
for Foreign Missions, issuing a call
for a graduate of the Civil Engineer-
ing Course, to go as teacher in that
course to Mackenzie College, Sao
Paulo, Brazil. The call comes indi-
rectly from Dr. MacLaren, the presi-
dent of that college.

The college is the highest institu-
tion of its kind in South America, and
included in its roll are students in the
Engineering Department from all
parts of Brazil. The man needed as
instructor should be qualified to teach
higher mathematics, differential and
integral calculus. He should prefer-
ably be an electrical engineer, for
the, reason that it is hoped within a
few years to open a course in electri-
cal engineering, and an instructor go-
ing out now would probably become
head of that course.

The most interesting part of the
letter, however, shows particularly
the type of man that is being sought
for and that is needed most urgently
in the Latin-American countries. The
letter states emphatically that a man
"with the missionary motive" is want-
ed, and quoting Dr. MacLaren, it goes
on to state that the opportunity for
reaching the young men who are to
be leaders of thought and action in a
great country is probably unequalled.
The need is for men who are not nec-
essarily to be preachers of the gos-
pel, but men whose influence for good
will be greatest.

Mechanical Engineers
Metz Plants.

Ipspect

About thirty members of the Me-
chanical Engineering Society took the
trip to the Metz automobile plant
last Wednesday. Leaving the Trin-
ity Place Station in squads of about
ten each, they went first to the fac-
tory in Auburndale. There they were
met by Mr. Walter Metz who showed
them through the plant, after which
they proceeded to the factory at Wal-
tham where they were shown the
construction of the Metz car from
start to finish. Mr. Smith of the
Mechanical Engineering Laboratory
accompanied the members.

The remaining three squads will
take the same trip today, leaving
Trinity Place at 1.45 P. M. The squad
leaders are Purinton, Palmer and
Norris.

JOINT C. E. MEETING

Harvard-Tech Civil Engineers
Hear Lecture.

The C. E. Society meeting, Wed-
nesday evening, at Pierce Hall, Har-
vard, had an attendance of aboutl150,
of which Harvard students were by
far in majority. The officers were
disappointed because so few Tech-
nology men took advantage of this
lecture. A representative of the
Lehigh Cement Co. gave a short talk
on the manufacture of cement, after
which there was a reel of moving
pictures on the same subject.

According to the speaker until 1795,
there was practically no cement used,
but at this time the Roslindale nat-
ural cement gradually came into use.
However in 1850 hydraulic cement
was first scientifically tested in EIng-
land and after this, mills were built
of it there. American Portland Ce-
ment did not receive much attention
until 1900 when the Croton Reservoir
was constructed in New York. Now
scarcely any Roslindale cement is
used. The American product has
grown in favor so that in 1913 alone
the output was about 90 million bar-
rels.

The plant of the Lehigh Cement
Co. is located on an immense quarry.
Each day 50 tons of rock are blasted.
This rock passes through crushers
which reduce it to the size of mar-
bles, and the grinding process con-
tinues until there is only 25% residue
when it is put through a 100 mesh
sieve. This powder is then burned in an
oven at 2700 degrees F. A solid mass
remains, which in turn is ground ex-
ceedingly fine. The cement is stored
carefully in bins and is packed in
water-tight bags for shipment when
ordered.

FRESHMAN: NOMINA..
T,IONS DUE TOMORROW

Elections To Be According To
The Uniform Constitution

Adopted. -

Nominations for the offices of the
class of 1918 are due at the Cage to-
morrow at 1.00 p. m. The list of can-
didates will be published in The Tech
and ballots will be sent to members
of the class the first of the next
week.

All freshmen who have not paid
their class dues can do so at the
Cage or enclose the money with their
ballot, otherwise, their vote will be
worthless.

The constitution of the class of
1918 is as follows:

Article I.-Name.
Sect. 1.-This organization shall be

known as the "Class of 1918 of the
Massachusetts Institute of Technol-
ogy."

Article II.-Membership.
Sect. 1.-All persons taking a ma-

jority of hours with this class shall
be eligible for membership.

Sect. 2.-Any member of this class
failing to pay his dues before the
general election of officers shall for-
feit his membership and his right to
vote; and he shall be reinstated only
on payment of the same.

Sect. 3.-Any member who shall
after becoming a member of this
class, take for any reason a ma-
jority of his hours in another class,
shall thereby forfeit his membership
in this class.
Article III.-Temporary Organization.

Sect. 1.-Previous to the election
of the officers in the freshman year,
the class shall be under the supervi-
sion of a Junior, who shall be termed
the Temporary Chairman.

Sect.. 2.-He shall be assisted by
four other Juniors, three to act as
temporary managers of three Field
Day teams, and one as temporary
treasurer.

Sect. 3.-The temporary chairman,
temporary treasurer, and the three
temporary managers for the suc-
ceeding years shall be elected, from
the Sophomore class, by the Institute
Committee at the first meeting in
May.

Sect. 4.-The temporary chairman,
temporary treasurer and the three
temporary managers shall be a sub-
committee of the Institute Committee,
and shall be responsible to that com-
mittee for the affairs of the fresh-
man class.

Sect. 5.-The temporary chairman
shall assume the duties of the presi-
dent of the class-during his tenure
of office.

Sect. 6.-The temporary managers
shall, during the first two weeks of
the school year, conduct competitions
for the managerships of their re-
spective teams.

Sect. 7.-The temporary treasurer
shall assume the duties of the treas-
urer during his tenure of office.

Article IV.-Officers.
Sect. 1.-The officers, of this class

shall consist of a President, a Vice-
President,: Secretary, Treasurer, two
Directors, member of -the executive
committee, two, representatives to
the. M- I. T; ' A;:'A.; all- 6f' wh~6i -shall
constitute a Board of Directi'ds for

the class; These officers shall serve
until the next -gerneral election. of
officers by the class.

Article V.-Duties.
Sect. 1.-The President shall. pre-

Side over all meetings of the class
and of the Board of -Directors, and
shall be a member of all committees,
ex-officio.

Sect. 2.-The Vice-President shall
assume the duties of the president in
case of the latter's disability, absence,
or resignation.

S'ect. 3.-The Secretary and Treas-
ut-er shall perform the re,gular duties
of their respective offices.

Sect. 4.-The Board of DirectOrf
shall have Charge of the social and
.general affairs of the class, shail
have sole power to make contracts
and pay bills, and shall have full con-
trol of the disposition of class funds
and properties. They shall specify
the manner of appointing committees
not provided for in this constitution,
and may enact any measures deemed
fit for the benefit of the class.

Sect. 4.-The Board of Directoirs
shall meet once a month and at any
other time that the president may
convene it.

Article VI.-Dues.
Sect. 1.-The annual dues of the

class shall -be $1.50 and shall be
due before the election of officers.

Sect. 2.-A two-thirds vote of the
members present at a class meeting
shall be necessary to levy an assess,
ment.

Article VII.-Meetings.
Sect. 1.-Class meetings may be

called by the President, the Board of
Directors, or by written request to
the President signed by thirty (30)
members of the class.

Sect. 2.-All notices of meetings
shall be posted on regular bulletin
boards assigned to the class, at least
three days in advance; except that
those to consider amendments shall
be posted at least a week in advance.

Sect. 3.-In all meetings with the
exception of those called to consider
amendments those present shall con-
stitute a quorum. In meetings called
to consider amendments, one third of
the class shall constitute a quorum.

Article VIII.
Method of Electing Freshman Officers.

Sect. 1.-Before the date of the
annual Field Day the temporary
chairman shall appoint three mem-
bers of the class as a committee on:
elections. The members of this com-
mittee shall not be nominees for any
class office.

Sect. 2.-Nominations to office shall
be open the day following the annual
Field Day and shall close at a difi-
nite hour on the eighth day after:
said Field Day. Each nomination, to
be valid, must be signed by at 'leiast'
ten members" of the class. In case
less than three (3) nominations to
each office are r'eceeived the commit-
tee shall n'ominate candidates to
make up this number. 'The name of'
no man whose dues have not been:
paid shalt be placed on the balloTht. 

Sect. 3.-The committee shall then
send printed ballots to each member
of-the class to be filled out and re-
turned. Seven days after the send,
ing of these· baliots the polls' shalli
be closed, the committee shall coubt

the ballots returned, and post the re-
sllts on the bulletin board.

Sect. 4.-The candidate or where
two men are to be chosen, the two
candidates, zeceiving the largest num-
ber of votes shall be declared elected.

Sect. 5.-In case of a tie vote the
names of the candidates concerned
shall be submitted to the class for
election.

Sect. 6.--Ballots shall be retained
one month subject to a recount, and
then destroyed.

Sect. 7.-A demand for a recount
must be signed by at least thirty (30)
members of the class.'

Article IX.
Method of Election- of Officers After

Freshman Year.
Sect. 1.-The President shall ap-

point an election committee com-
posed of three members of the class
before the end of the second week
of the school year.

Sect. 2.-Nominations shall be op-
ened at the end of the second week
and shall close at the end of the
third week of the school year.

Sect. 3.-The annual election shall
be held on the Friday of the fourth
week of the school year. The polls
shall be opened at 8 a. in., and shall
close at 6 p. in. The results of the
election shall be announced at a gen-
eral mass meeting to be held the
following Saturday night.

Sections 4, 5, 6, and 7 shall be as
in Article VIII.

Sect. 8.-The name of no man
whose dues are unpaid shall be
placed on a class ballot.

Article X.-Amendments.
Sect. 1.-A special meeting must

be necessary to consider amendments
to this constitution, and the amend-
ments must be stated in the call for
the meeting.

Sect. 2.-A two thirds vote of those
present shall be necessary to am-
mend this constitution.

Article XI.-Interpretation.
Sect. 1.-In case of dispute the cor-

rect interpretation of this constitution
shall be determined by the Institute
Committee.

Article XII.
This' constitution shall take effect

immediately upon its adoption. A
three fourths vote of those present
shall be necessary to adopt it.
