TECH GETS SECOND IN
CROSS COUNTRY RACE

In the closest race ever seen in a
New Epgland Intercollegiate cross
couniry run Maine took first place
Saturday morning with a score of 66
points, just nosing out Technology
which scored 69. Dartmouth took

Tech showed one of the hest bal-
anced teams in the race, fnishing the
fiftth man in twentieth place, but the

Cook was the first Tech man in
taking fourth place, after runaning a
strong race all the way Tech would
undoubtediy have taken first place
had Brown been in good condition,
but he has been sick for several
days and was unable to show his best,
Three hundred yards from the finish
he was even with Prei, bhut was
taken sick and passed by seven other
men. In his condition he gave a fine
exhibition of gameness in finishing at
atl,

The course was hard, fairly level
all the way. At the slari the Dart-
mouth team weni off fast, and ran
well bunched all through the race,
their five scoring men finishing be-
iween fenth and twenty-thivd place.

1. The scholarships will be award-

| ed to students of either sex about to

cnter the first year class at the In-

| stitute who are graduates of scheols

in. Cambridge and children of legal
1esidents of that city.

2. Applicants musi produce evi-
dence satisfactory to the facully that
they need scholarship aid@ to emable
them to pay the tuition fees at the
Institute,

3. The scholarships will be award-
ed annually on the resulis of ihe reg-
ular entrance examinations at the
Institule held in June of each year.
Scholarships will be confined to those
siudenis who obtain clear records and
reach a2 standard corresponding in
Licight to that normally required by
the Faculty in awarding scholarships
io students beyond the first year. The
order of merit in the entrance exami-
rations will determine the distribu-
tJon of scholarships, The maximum
nuomber thus granied to students of
the first year will be five.

Those to whom scholarships are

awarded in the first year will receive
scholarships in their second, third
and fourth years, provided that they
have maintained in the previous yeav
a clear record as high as that mor-
mally required by the Faculty in its
award of undergraduate scholarships,
and that they continue to furnish
evidence of need.
_ 4. Those to whom scholarships
are awarded on ihe results of the
entrance examinations must enter
the Ingtitute at the beginuning of the
next academic year.

5. These receiving aid must con-
form to all the rules of conduet im-
posed by tbe Faculiy or forieit their
scholaiships,

6. The amount of each scholarshm
will be $250 and will take the form
of remizsion of tuition fees.

7. Recipients of these ‘Cambridge

"} scholarships who veceive State schol-

archips during the same year wil
forfeit the Cembridge scholarships to
the extent of the aid received from
the State.

8. Applications mugt be made on
a form to be obtained from lhe Reg-
istrar and filed at his office during
the months of May and June of the
year in which the applicant is to
enter the Institute,

definitely. The full tuitwn grants are
‘exceedingly libersl, ag very few stu-

School In Chi,nétown Run By
Technology  And Har-
.vard Men,

A number of ithe Chinese students
at Technology have formed a union
with the Harvard Chinese men which
is known ag the General Welfare As-
sociation School. The purpose of this
arganization is to improve conditions

1of the working people of Chinatown

and around Boston.

As a means to attaining this end,
a school has Deen established in
which lectures are given by the Tech-
nology and Harvard students on gen-
eral welfare., These lectures are giv-
en on Sunday afterncen from 2 to &
and include English, Arithmetie and
Meandarin, which ‘is the coming lan-
guage of China, The school is open
to 211 Chinese working people and no
tuition is charged. It is conducted in
the Dennizgon House at T3 Tyler
Street.

The Association consists of about
sixty members, H, Chen, who comes
from Canton and is a gradwate of
IMlinois taking graduate work at Tech-
nology, is president. There are seven
Tech students teaching in the schgol,
among whom are: Y. ¢, Fok; T. 8.
Chu, '15; T. C. Mar, '15; 8. Zi; L.
Lau, '14, and V. ¥. Lam, ‘15, repre-
genting Courses III, VI and XIII

The attendance of the school is
about thirty, Ail who are enrolled
are much in earnest to learn English
and the Asgociation is doing a graat
deal of good in bettering the condi-
tion of the people of its race. The
school is now in its sixth year, the
five previous years all- having been
very successful.
