RECORD OF PROGRESS
OF THE UNITED STATES

Population Quadrupled — Social
‘ Conditions Im-
proved.,

An epitomized record of the na-
tion's growth in area, population, and
resources is contained in a pamphlet
just issued by the Departinent of
Comrerce through its Bureau of For-
eign and Domestic Commerce, entitled
“Statistical Record of the Progress of
the United States, 1800-1814,” 1In all
cases where the statistical data per-
mit, the tables cover more than a cen-
fury; lhe later inauguration of
certain Iines of statistics necessarily
restricts, in those cases, the period
covered.

Since 1850 the population of the
United States has more than quad-
rupled, being approximately 100 mil-
lion at the present time. Inthe same
peried, however, foreign commerce
has grown from 318 million te 4259
miilion dollars and the per capita
value of exports from $16.96 to $23.27.
National wealth has increased from 7
billion dollars in 1870 fe approximate-
Iy 140 hillion: money in circulation,
from 279 million to 3419 miilion; and

New York bank clearings from ap-‘

proximately 5 billion to over 98 hil-
lion doilars, while for the entire coun-
tety bank clearings have grown from
5'2 billion in 1887, the earliest year
for which figures are available, to 174
billion in 1913.

iEvidanes of Improved gocial con-
dilions among the people are also
fdund in the “Statistical Record.” For
ei‘tample, 19 million children are now
earolled in publie schools and about
EQ0,000 students in colleges and other
higher institutions of learning, and
tl:ie total expenditures on hehalf of
educatiou now approximate $500,000,-
000 a year, the result being a rapid
increase in general intelligence and a
marked decrease in illiteracy. Over
22,000 newspapers and periodicals are
digseminating information among the
people, and the report shows a steady
growih in the number of libraries in
the country. In 1850 depositors in
savings banks were 251,000 in num-
ber; today the nutsber is 11 million
with deposits, exclusive of those in
other savings institutions, aggregating
foitr and three-guarter biflion dollars,
or more than 100 {imes as much as
at the middle of thre last century.

The number of miles of railway in
aperation inereased from 9021 in 1850
to ;258,033 in 1912, In the last quarter-
century the bpumber of passengers
carried has increased from 492 mil-
lioh to 1004 million, and the volume
of freight handled from 632 million to
1845 million short tons. Nearly 20
billion pieces of outgoing mail matter
aré handled annually by the Post Of-
fice Departmeni, which disbursed in
this important public service last year
262 miliion dollars, or $2.70 per eapita.
