range, largely displacing ~engraved
copper plates and the familiar litho-
graphic stone. When the government

introduced the publication of nautical

charts, all were engraved on copper
In minute detall and with all the skill
and beauty the engraver's art counld
command. This plan was followed
for a considerable interval, but grad-
uslly as the pumber of charts In-
creased the task of keeping them cor-
rect and up-to-date hecame formidable
—for, of eocurge, a chart iz of no
value unless freguent revisions keep
it authentic as to changes in mag-
netic variation, in the depths and in
landmarks. These multiplying re-
sponsgibilities- made - a shorteut in
chart-making necesgary and ag a re-
sult aluminum- printing pla.tes came
into use.

Aluminum printing plates are pre-
pared by what appreximates a photo-
The advantage
of this plan over thé old idea of

lithography on stone  can be eagily

surmized when it is stated that an
aluminuin printing plate of the size
of the average chart weighs between
four and fivée pounds, whereas a
lithographic stone of ecorresponding
slze welghs - six ~hundred twenty
pounds. Moreover the cost of the
aluminum plate. is- about four -dollars
and gixty cents. The expense of pre-
paring a lithographic stone of equal
usefulness would amount to nearly
two hundred dollars.

Almy, .Tr M 1 T., 0,
gave & most interesting talk-—betore
the Chemical Society-lait Frid iy night
upon the manufacture, propertiéa, and
uses of the Vuleanized Flbre which
is made by the America.n Vulc&.nized
Fibre Ceo. of Wilmington Del " for
which he is Chemical’ Engineer This
interesting substance, which Ia mde
by a remarkably simpIe proeeas in-
volving prlnclpally ccncentrated zine
chioride and high - pressures, pos-
gesses a Very unusua.l combi.uat.lon of
the properties of high tensile, com-
pressive and Bhearing strengths, slow
specifi¢ gravity, and high dbelectrle
strength; which renders it very use-
tul in electrical work and fmany other
linés.

The speaker told of the difficulties
which were encountered in develop-
ing the process of manufacturéd, and
of how they were overcome by In-
genuity and -‘the application of the
principtes of Physical and Industrial
Chemistry, untll now the fibre Is of
such all around utility that it is used
for purposes varying from shims for
railway iles to watchiobs and waste
baskets. At the close of the meeting,
samples of the product were distrib-
uted among the men present.
