Lecture Preceded By Business

Afier the business meeting, Rev.
Dr. Powers of Gloucester addressed
the Society on “What We Owe to
Germany.” According to the lecturer,
Germany leads the world in five
tests of ecivilization: (1) In the cre-
ation of wealth (Germany has no su-
perior, Tor example, she buys a Dbar-
rel of coal tar in America for five
dollars and manufaciures from this
products worth $10,000, (2) - The in-
dustrial and theoretical development
of science has been made mostly by
Germans. (3) In the elimination of
waste, .the highest test of civilization,
there is little comparison with other
naiions. In fire waste alone the
United States exceeds Germany by
100 percent. (4) 'The mass of Ger-
man people is far less illiterate than
the common popnlace of any other
country. The army acts as a school,
to which every man must go. (5)
Law and order are maintained to a
better degree in Germany than else-
where,

Three disadvantages of the Ger-
man system are the survival of the
medieval royalty, the low position of
the women of the peorer classes, and
strong religious prejudices, He
closed his lecture with these Iast
three subjects which, however, were
pot discussed as thoroughly as the
olher ones.

PROFESSOR SUMNER ON
EURQPEAN CONFLICT

Sums Up Causes Of Present War
—Professor Cram Predicts
“New Europe.”

Last Friday evening Professor John
0. Sumner and Ralph-A. Cram talked
before the meeting of the Architec-
tural Soclety on the subject of The
European War., In opening his dis-
cussion, Professor Sumner charac:
terized the conflict as the most fright-
ful assembilage of arms in history, a
war not picturesque like the Napol-
eonic conguests but one fnvolving
eighteen million men with cqnee-
quences which each inhabitant of the
globe will feel.

The speaker related a personal
ancedote in which he together with
a number of friends visited a hunt-
ing forest about twenty miles outside
of Berlin.

There
were few landmarks and it was neces-
sary to take a gulde in travelling
about. On a former visit they had
had the services of an old guide but
on this particular occcasion followed
the guidance of a German hoy of
about - fourteen years old, who lead
them unhesitatingly over an eight-
mile walk, Surprised at the knowl-
edge of the youth, who said that he
had only been in the wood once,
about two years before, they ques-
tioned him as to how he could e so
well acquainted with the intricate
roads. He replied that, “every Ger-
man -geldier is supposed to know =a
road over which he has passed once.”
The hoy is new at the front on the
staff of the German Crown Prince.
This, Professor Sumner stated is a
typical example of the German feel-
ing that soldiering and the army are
the most important functions of the

| state.

In the beginnipg of the sevenieenth
century (ermany which was com-
posed- of three or four hundred small
states, was the most prosperous coun-
try in Evprope with a civilization of a
.very high degree. Rarly in this
period, came the Thirty Year'’s War
and from thirty millions in 1618 at
the beginning, the population de-
creased to fourteen millions in 1648
at the close of the struggle. This put
Germany a full -century behind the
rest of Europe in the matfer of civil
ization. From then until 1850, when
she had recovered from this Dblow, al-
though politically divided, Germany
produced literature and art of a very
Foilowing the sreat de-
feat by Napoleon at Jena they deter-
mined to repair the damage dons by
intellectual effort. Berlin and other
universities were founded and their

{the Holy Land.

When the Reforma-
tion came and most of north Ger-
many followed Luther, the TFeutonic
knights also joined the new ,cause,

but protestantism had no room.-for a

crusading order, and so knights be-
came a duchy with their grand, mas-
ter, Albert of Brandenburg as_ here.
ditary duke of the country called
Prussia, under the gemeral authority

‘of the King of Poland.

This continued until in 1740. ;'E,red-
erick the Great began his. conquests,
by which perpetual war Prussiz be-
came a European Power. Next upon
the scene following the ‘refusal of
Frederick Willlam IV in 1848, Bis-
marck appeared and the weldi.ug of
Germany by "blood and iron” com-
menced. In 1864 the first of a series
of three wars took place. With. Aus-
tria as an ally two duchies were

laken from the Danes. The Prugsiens

took hoth duchies as their own prop-
erty and in 1866 Austria was defeat-
ed by Prussia in & month. The Nerth
German Confederation was form_ed ‘at
this time and.to offset its effect Aus-
tria united with Hungary., f .

This is an application of the state
idea, Neither Austrla, por Germany
is governed by its people. Neo bill
passed by the Reichstag becomes gz
law unless it is ratified by’ the rilers.
The king chooses his ministers as his
servants and they hold their posi.

In- 1899 Germany received a rail-
way concession from Abdul -Hamid,
sultan of Turkey, for-a’ Tine' across
Asia Minor to the Pelsxan Gulf,” with
the idea of . developing. the lands
about the Tigris and Wuphrates river
valleys, with a pos§ibility of zetting
India. Austria also’ -cherished the
wish of getting a’,“ foothold on- the
Acgean Sea by & railway through the
Balkans.

These plans were
hard on the Persians, who had start-
ed to reorganize their government

There are essenlial! and profound
questions of right and wrong before
us, We have no f{ear or enmity
against the German people, Their
ideals are our ideals. But what about
Prussia? Prussia and Germany are
divided by the whole cireumference
of the uyniverse. When Rheims Cathe-
dray ‘was being built, original Prus-
sia was just becoming Christianized.

Professor Cram  predicted many
changes In Europe following the con-
clusiont of the conflict. Among these
were a IKing of Prussia, but of a
small Prussia similar to the original
ataze; an independent Hungary; and
Poland, a united independent state.
