be amazed by the ftremendous num-
Jbers of men and enormous ameunt of
money involved in the present war,
but we must remember that popula-
tions are alse immense, and wealth is
being produced on a scale never be-
fore seen. Neveriheless, ideal condi-
tions can exist only when some solu-
tien other than forece has heen found
for misunderstandings.

Two black face comedians, who,
afler much speculation, were identi-
fied as the famous Thomas and
Rooney troupe, then enlivened the sit-
uation with jokes and many personal
hits, which were received with great
glea,

The final speaker was Professor
Robinson, who delved deeply into the
“Qualltative Determination of the Iz
zyauntonomous Constituent” After
several facetious remarks, the Profes-
sor said that he didn’t khow “whether
he is or is mot, but supposedly he is
not.” He deplored the suppressed,

1} semi-saintly life that a scientifie edu-

cation sometimes hreeds, saying that
under continwous adverse criticisms
whieli a man receives at the hands of
teachers in science he grows more
and more conventional and suppress-
ed. He remarked on the lack of
satire al the Institute, and said ihat,
although a man may and must bow
to a cerlain extent to convention, he
should not fail to assert himself. A
pugilistic thug at least makes an im-
pression on society, and when there
is something to be gotten, he usually
gets it. Life, he declared, is, after
all, more or less of a fight, and to
successfully earry it on we must elim-
inate feminism, and institute self-

assertion.
