The Freshman baseball team has a
game scheduled with Somerviile for
Thursday afterncon, the time of the
Student Mass Meeting, This is re-
grettable as drawing at least a dozen
men away from a gathering that
ought to include every individual in
the Institute. This appears to be a
case of failure to use the Union cal-
endar, a thing which if it becomes
general will take ug back to the days
of frequent conflicts between student
affairs in the Union and elsewhere.

The game should be called off if it
can possibly he arranged.

The joint banquet of the Tech-
nology and Harvard Cosmopolitan
Clubs is an addition to the already
long list of student affairs which en-
ter into the spirit of the cooperative
agreement. It bodes well for the
plan that the undergraduvates, thougn
many of them at first protested vig-
orously against it, now accept it with
preponderant if not guite unanimous
approval,
