|CONCRETE WORK ON NEW TECH-
NOLOGY COMPLETED THIS WEEK

Working Schedule Calls For Firal Cleaning of Buildings
Now Under Constructmn By Next September
—Interesting Concrete Tests Made

The concrete work on the hew
Technology buildings actually under
constructmn is practically complete,

In order to foliow out closely  ihe
various operat,mns, progress charts

have been made out for the main’

items in the construction’and through
the courtesy of the Engineering Rec-
ord, we are able to reproduce one of
these charts below.

As can be seen from the chart wbq-l

low, the working schedule ealls for
a final cleaning of the bhuildings by

One of the interesting features of
the work is the method of conducting
the field test of the concrete. As
there are five mixers, one Lakewood,
two Marsh-Caprons, and two Ran-
someg, numerous tests have to be
made. Samples are taken from each

mixer four times s week, one sample|

being tested ‘at the end of fourteen
days, and the other after twenty-eight
days. Both samples are taken from

the same batch, in order to obtain &

irue relative value, Each test re-
quires about eight shovelfuls of con-
cret.e which are taken from as many
different places in order to get an
average mix. The concrete is poured
into iron molds embedded in moist
sand, and resting on a half inch fron

fal number of points that a man can
carry- to twelve, changes consider-
ably the point rating for certain ac-
tivities, and makes as a basis for the
rating the amount of work that an
office entails without considering the
prestige and homor which that eoffice
may carry with it. .

Such a change eannot byt make the
Point System defeat its own ends.
The purpose of the Point System in
accordance with the spirit of Téch-
nology is to so regulate the amount
of undergraduate work a man can
take up that everyone can take part
in activities, and that no one man
may monopolize several offices to the
exclusion of others. I also purposes
to provent students from neglecting
their scholastic work.
