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“The ‘Point System’ is an institu-
tion which aims to prevent a student
from carrying toc much outside
work, to the detriment of his studies,
and which by Hmiting the number of
points carried by one man, enalbles

more men io take part in student
activities.”
The raling of points as recom-

mended by the Point System Commit-
fee at the last meeting of the Insti-
tute Committee is directly opposed to
the purposes of the Poini System as
deflned above. Under the suggested
classification a man is actually Hmit-
ed ouly by the amount of work he
thinks he can carry, and the nwnber
of men that take part in activities
will be decreased rather than in-
creased.

The System as it now stands is the
resuli of many years work. Commit-
tees for the last six years have re-
vised and corrected until the Point
System has nearly reached perfec-
tion. The Point System Committee
now steps in, proposes to upset all
that experience has proved to be the
best, and intends to set up a scheme
not only more complicated but tend-
ing to so weaken the Point System
that it will be useless excepi in ex-
treme cases.

The success of the Point System

- up to this time has been due to some

extent to itz simplicity. By changing
the Hmit io twelve points matters
are greatly complicated for by mak-
ing larger the number of combina-
tions possible it will become more
difflenlt fo keep track of the points

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PRESIDENT MACGLAURIN

RECEIVES NEW HONOR

4
Chosen President Of “Boston
.. Bafety Society”—Meet-
ing 'Yesterday.

A “Boston Safety Society” has been
organized for the promotion of indus-
trial safety among faciory workers in
Bgston and generally throughout the
State. President Maclaurin has been
chosen to head the new society, and
miany other prominent men are hon-
oraly vice-presidents.

The tormation of this sociely is a
result of the popular “Safety First”
campaign inaugurated by the Boston
Chamber of Commerce last suminer,
and was suggested by the Chamber's
commitiee as serving to cover,
through the co-operative effortz ot
employers and employees, the import-
ant field of accident prevention in
manufacturing plants and industriat
corporations which could not he
reached by the public campaign.

The first meeting of the new socie-
ty was held last evening at Ianeuil
Hall. . Presideni Maclaurin .gave -the
address which is prinfed below:

The eyes of the world are fixed to-
day on ilte war in Burope. Here in
A]f:uerica we are appalled by its in-
humanity and the terrible economic
waste that it involves. Itz dramatic
character arouses our interest and
1'iw:ets our afiention, but we rarely
stop to think Llhat an equally disas-
trous and perhaps even more shame-
ful war is going on in our midst all
thé time. The divect sufferers in this
war are ithe workers in our indus-
L;‘ii‘,es. The industrial accidents re-
poited to the Accident Board of this
Sthte lasl year were over §0,000 In
nifmber. and nearty 500 of them were
tatal. In the couniry as a whole
th{:re are usually more than 35000 of
ogr workers kilied every year by ac-
cijents and more than two million of
them injured. The suffering entailed
is appallinzg and thle economic losses
must run inte hundreds of millions
annually. I we wish to compare
these casualties with those due to the
war in Europe, we must remember
that our war ig going on all lhe time.
In a generation it kills a million
workers, and fertanately a great war
letween nations does not oflen hap-

‘pen more than once in a generation.
It might be thought that ihese losses
are unavoidable, but as a matter of
fact a very large proporiien, from 1-3
to 3-4, are preventahle. This is net
mere idle speeculation, it has been
proved by the resulis of careful ef-
forts on the part of those who have
seriously tried to reduce the losges
due to aceidents. In this country one
great corporation has reduced the ac-
cidents to its workmen by one-third
in a single year, another hy 1iwo-
thirds in ten wvears, and some have
very mnearly éliminated aceidents al-
together. Fortunafely, many of our
industrial achievements are things of
which we may be justly proud, but,
unhappily, in the matter of acel-
dents we have a pre-eminence which
is discreditable. What are we to do
aliout it? The only thing that can
he suggested is to organize and carry
om, vigerously an educational cam-
paign, for the problem before.us Is
pri:marily a problem of education. In

the first place, we niust educate the
employer. We must help him o learn
from the experience of other em-
pioyers situated 1like him, that it
is not only more humane, but far
cheaper to prevent accidents than to
pay his share of the bill for them.
More important still, we must edu-
cate the workers themselves, for ex-
perience everywhere proves this to
be the most essential and the mosi
difficult part of the ilask, It is diffi-
cult everywhere, but it is peculiarly
difficult in this country because of
the readiness of Americans to take
chances. This readiness has its fine
aspeet, and leads fo good in many
ways, but it has its ouis. ©One of
these outs ig the great load of need-
less suffering and loss that it Imposes
on the workman of the couniry. The
statistics of Germany seem to show
that the problem is about two parts
workmen and one part employer,—in
other words, that there are about
twice as many accidents thalt happen
through the carelessness of the work-
nien asg through the neglect of proper
safeguards on the part of the em-
ployer. In this couniry we are poor-
Iy supplied with statistiecs on suchk
matters, but such as we lhave seem
to show that the propertion to be
aseribed to the workmen is even
[arger ihan it iz abroad. Clearly, we
must educaie the workman to think’
more of his own safety. What we are
initiating is a campaign of eduecation
everywhere. This is not an hysteri-
cal reform movement such as often
follows a big aceideni and rapidly
dies out, hut a steady, serious, sane
efforl to arcuse ihe whole communi-
ty, worker, employer and ultimale
congumer, all of whom bear their
share of the loss, and all must be
brought to believe that every avoid-
alle accident ig a crime.

PULMOTOR INSTALLED
AT THE INSTITUTE

“Safety First” Movement Brings
Life-Saving Device To
Employees.

Probably few undergraduates at'“the\

Institute realize what precautions are
taken to safeguard the lives of em-
ployes and others engaged in the
power-plant and laboratories. An ex-
ample of this precaution was the in-
stallation, a few months ago, of an
up-to-date, and efficient pulmotor in
the office of the Superintendent of
Buildings and Power., Thig recently
developed life-saving device has been
proved to be of incalculable value in
resuscitation from drowning, elecirte
shoclk, asphyxiation, and all accidents
where breathing is cut off. The ap-
paratus consists of a small tank, con-
taining oxygen under a pressure of
2000 pounds per sg¢. inch, and an ex-
ceedingly ingenious device which
automatically fills and empties the
lungs of the patient with oxygen. It
not only regulates the pressure of
the oxygen, but adapis the speed of
the respiration to the size of the vie-
tim’s lungs, so that normal breathing
is assured to either a child or an
adult, The pulmotor was taken to
the Summer Camp at East Machias
during the past summer, but fortu-
nately, there has heen no necessity
for its use, either there or here at
the Institute.

The supply of five extra tanks of
oxygen malkes possible four bourz of
continuous artificial respiration, al-
though a few minutes are usually
sufficient to restore consciousness.
Practically all of the employes about
the Institute are carefully instructed
in the operaiion of the pulmotor, and
it is readily accessible at all times,
=0 that ihe risk from accidents of this
particular tvpe should be greatly de-
creased.
