it i hard to get money from Europe
is that rates of.exchange are now
quite high. Onz student recently re-
ceived only $230¢ out of $300, the trans-
fer being made from Russia.

INSTITUTE ACQUIRES
BALDWIN LIBRARY

On Civil and Mechnaical
Engineering.

A very important acquigition by
the Library of the Institute is the
Baldwin Engineering Library, whicl
has been deposited with the Institute
by the 'Woburn Public Library. The
Baldwin books have rare association
in addition to their intrinsic value.
There are among them volumes that
belonged to the original TLoammi
Baldwin of Woburn, “the father of
Civil Engineering . in America,” a
schoolmate of Count Humford, and a
friend of George Waghington. The
original Baldwin was related to
every engineering project of con-
gequence in the country.

Leammi, his son, who carried on
his father’s great works, was the
engineer of the Milldam in Boston,
and of the great TUnion Canal in
Penngylvania, and he was the an-
thority delegated by Masgsachusetts
to report on the possibility of a
canal from Boston fo the Hudson,
in connection with which the idea
of piercing the Hoosac Mountaing
with a tunnel was first broached. It
was to be a tunnel for the canal, for
railways had not hbeen started at
that date. The younger Loammi was
consulted on the bhuilding of dry
docks at Charlestown and Norfolk,
and was foremost adviser on the
Bunker Hill Monument, In a jour-
ney te Burope he began the collec
tion of books by obtaining all the en-
gineering and scientific books avail-
able in 1825. Two brothers, James
F. and George R., added to the lib-
rary.

The library came by inheritance
to Mrs, C. R. Griflith, daughter of
George H. Baldwin, who, mindful_ of
the danger to the collection from a

to the Woburn Public Library. The
gift was on the most liberal terms:
the books were to be Kkept together
48 one colleciion, they were to be
accessible {o all inhabitants of Wo-
burn, they were to have no lettering

ll]on the outside other than that wiich

the original owner placed there, the
Raldwin arms were to be used for
the book plate and in case the Wo-
burn Library was ever given up the
fibrary was to become the property
of the Institute,

It seemed to Mr. Evans, librarian
at Woburn ihat the bheat interests
of the library would be served by

depositing the collection with Tech-

nology—the more #o since the own-
ers had felt so friendly to the school

‘[ The present arrangenient was there-

fore made, the library remaining the
property of the Wobnrn institution,
but in the custedy of Technolegy,
which looks after its cataloguing
and care and places the volumes at
the service of the students, Woburn
at the same time reserves for its
citizens the right always ;to huve
free use of the library. )
The Baldwin Library is a collec-
tion of some 2200 volumes in all
languages, representing the limited
editiong of olden times. It is now

STUDENT ENGINEERS :
MAKING PLANT TEST

Annual Boiler Efficiency And
Fuel Consumption Test
Of M. I. T. Plant.

Monday morning the anmual boiker
and turbine tesis started in full sway.

Thig “plant test” lasts until Saturday’

morning at eight o’clock, and is ear-
ried on by members of Courses Six,
Ten and Thirteen. During this time
the men will work in eight-hour shifts,
which will be from 8 a, m. to 4 p. m,
4 p, m. to midnight, and midnight to
8 a m.

Bach man has his own particular
station, and performs the duties of
this post and no other, Readings are
takben from which will be calculated
the efficiency of the 'plant as well as
the consumption of fuel and the en-
ergy lost in the smeveral divisions of
the plant.

Stations have been established for
taking the temperature of the feed wa-
ter and outside air, as well as for tak-
ing the bhoiler and vaenum pressures,
taking samples of the flue gas, and
analyzing the gas. Indicator cards
are frequently talken on the different
engine tests, the condenser water
weighed and the losses calculated. The
customary ammeter, wattmetzr, and

counter readings are the only ones "~

taken in the electrical tests.

Hot coffee is brought from the Union
to the engine rooms to cheer the
workers during the long night hours.
