TALK ON KEOKUK DAM

H. L. Cooper, Designer, Spoke
To Civil Engineers.

Mr. H. 1. Cooper, of New York City,
the designer of the Keokuk Dam was
the speaker at the meeting of the
Civil Engineering Bociety yesterday
afternoon. He described the con-
structicn of the dam and made some
comparisons of the locks with those
of the Panama Cangl. The coffer dam
iz 25 feet 6 jnches high. The locks
have a greater lft than those of the
FPanama Canal but the draft of the
latter is greater and conseguently the
gates are larger than those of the
Keokuk Dam. This work iz Mr
Cooper’s latest construction. He gave
great credit to Stone & Webster who
were the contractors. The powersta-
tion consists of several units each de-
veloping 10,000 H. P. They can he
run separately or coupled together in
any manner degired.

At the beginning of his talk Mr.
Cooper said that a good knowledge of
business principles and an ability to
speak well in public were very de-
sirable qualities. He also emphasized
the fact that too much loasting of
one’s accomplishments was bad taste
and created a poor impression,

Fund has inaugurated a <campaign
among the leading colleges of the
country, for the better understanding
of international relatigns. A squad of
college graduates will be sent about
among the different colleges, to or-
ganize “Imternational Polity Clubs.”
These clubs will study the fundamen-
tal causes of the European War, with
& view to determining what sort of
political reconstruction is necessary
to prevent tke repetition of such an
oceyrrence,

These Polity clubs aiready exist in
the Univergities of Oxford, Cambridge,
and Manchester, England, and have
recently Deen established at Yale,
Harvard, Princeton, Columbia and
Cornell. A prize of $100 iz offered
to that member of one of the clubs,
who writes the best essay on the
subject, “Moral and Material Fae-
tors in International Affairs,”

A London dispatch stateg that at
Cambridge University, all atbletics,
both of a major and minor gort have
been entirely suspended, and the men
spend five afterncons a week atiend-
ing the army officers school.

With the purpose of forming a val
uahle working library for the use of
future historians of the present war,
the library forces of Harvard are en-
gaged in collecting all the aveilable
data on the subject, such as war maps
from various sources, books that ap-
pear in connection with the conflict,
files of papers from the war zone,
and from neutral countrieg, and the
official dispatches of the bhelligerent
nations. The foreign journals are

As a result
there are very few seamen who are
natives of America,

To aid the sailor ashore the Sail-
ors’ Haven was founded. It iz striet-
Iy non-sectarian and cosmopolitan.
There is a simple gervice Sunday eve-
nings which is well attended. Iis

its helping stranded German sailors
in spite of opposition.

Mr. King then changed his subject
to the Boatswain’s Locker, a sub-
station of the Sailors’ Haven. Thig is
a reading room which has just been
founded. It -is greatly in need of
helpers and the serviees of any Insti-
tute men would be appreciated. Mr.
King added that this would be a very
valuable experience partieularly for
anyone who was likely to have any-
thing to do with maritime leglslation.
