QUTCOME OF LONG .
DISTANCES UNCERTAIN

Strong Competition Causes Keen
Interest in Coming
Spring Meet,

The fact that many good men are
entered thig vear in the long distance
runs is causing much talk among the
classes as to who will be picked for
possible winners in the 8806-yd., mile,
and two-mile runs. In each of these
events over nine men have already
signified their intentions of entering
and all three places will be contested
for hotly.

At previous meets held this year
the ouicome has in most every case
been agsured, and the probable win-
ner designated. The contests in the
Spring Meet, however, will present
entirely new difficulties, for even the
coach, who hag seen the men practise
every day, is in doubt as to the win-
ners.

Because of the Batchelder Cup,
which will be given to the winner of
the mile run, many good men who
would otherwize run in the B880-yd.
are planning to enter the mile. This
fact alone will make the 880 cspe-
cially close, and the following men
will make the run a fight to the fin-
ish: (., T, Guething, '18; Donnelly,
17: Bocek, '17; Gagnon, '16; Gurney,
*15; Kennedy, '14; and Peacock, "17.

In the mile run many surprises are
expected and C. T, Guething, °i6;
Bengon, "16, and F. L. Cook, '14, are
especially well fitted to take their
places. H. Allen, °17; Graff, ’16; Pol-
lard, ’15; Milliken, '14; R. G. Brown,
716, and Pyle, '16, are all ready to
make the contest an exciting one and
it is from these men that the unex-
pected may happen.

RARE LEAD DEPOSITS
LOCATED IN MEXICO

Paper by Former U. 8. Geologist
Tells of Lead-Antimony
Ore Discavery,

A meeting of the Technology Geo-
logical Conference was held yester-
day afternoon in Room 11 Pierce. A
Joint paper by Professor Waldemar
‘Lindgren and Mr. W. L., Whnehead
of the Geological Department on “The
Lead-Antimony Ores of La Sirena,
Mexico,” was read. These deposits
were located by Professor Lindgren
while on a trip in nosrtheastern Mex-
ico, during March, 1813, and are of an
exceedingly rare nature, there being
only one other of the same kind
knewn. This exception was described
by Ransome and is situated in Hom-
boldt County, Nevada., The Mexican
deposits are part of the edge of a
high clif and are approximately 2a
thousand feet long and a hundred
feet thick. The ore, which is ob-
tainable by letting men down the side
of the cliff on long ropes, contains
eight percent of lead. Many geologists
and engineers engaged in practical
work and from Harvard were present,
