TECHNOLOGY ALUMNI
DINE AT SOMERSET

Over Five Hﬁndred Members At
Annual Banquet
Saturday.

The enviable position of Technol-
ogy in the educational world of to-
day was again brought out vividly
at the annual dinner of the M, L T\,
Alumni Association at the Somerset
Iast Saturday evening. The import-
ance of those speakers not alumni of
Technology who were present would
seem to indicate the extent and
range of Technology's interest.

“We have the Lieutenant-Governor,

Mr. Cushing,” sald President Mac-|

laurin in his address, “to remind us
of our duty to the Commonwealth to
which we owe sc much, and whose
service must always be our first con-
gideration. We have Mr. Elliott, the
President of the greatest railroad in
New England—a railroad on whose
successful operation depends in so
large a measure the industrial and
commercial prosperity of that great
section of the couniry of which Mags-
sachiuselts is but a part, and we have
Mr, Taft representing the nation as a
whole-——a man held in respect and
affectionate esteem by his country-
men everywhere and by his great
quatkities of mind and heart typify-
ing what is hest in humanity all the
world over.”

Mve hundred alumni were present
including twelve women who are
former students, together with the
wives of President Whiting, Secre«
tary Humphreys and committee man
Glidden. Every class was represent-
ed except 1869, of which there are
but three living graduates. The first
class to graduate, that of 1868, had
four representatives. This group in-
cluded Professor R. H. Richards and
B. 8. Steveng of Quinebaug, Conn.
The Penngylvania delegation was led
by Hollis Godfrey, 98, formerily of
Boston, now director of the Drexel
Institate, Philadelphia. The New York
delegation was led by Willlam H.
King, '94, assistant corporation coun-
cillor of the city of New York, first
president of the Technology Clubs
Associated. :

The work accomplished included
the appointment of 1. W. Litchfheld,
“everybody’s friend,” as a PField Man-
ager, for the purpose of forming a
tie between the local associations
throughout the country; the =estab-
lishment of the ecourse in Business
Administration; the formation of Ad-
visory Councils of the Undergraduale
activities, in order to foster a closer
relationship between the alumni and
the students; the appoiniment of a
Committee to investigate methods of
bringing undergraduate affairs to the
attention of the alumni; and ihe
scheme of publicity for the Institute
in foreign countries. After all, how-
ever, Mr. Whiting considered thatihe
bonding of the {reasurer was tihe
event of the year.

Grafton D, Cushing, who has re
cently taken the chair of Tdeuienant:
Governor of the state, said in part:
I am inclined to think that the great-
est defect in our public life in this
country is lack of thoroughnegs. Our
country has been so rich and unde-
veloped that we have been able to
prosper in spite of our defects in ad-
ministration. But the time has come
when taxation hegins to bear heavily,
when the resources of the Govern-
ment are rapidly becoming insuffi
cient to continue the activities it is
expected to carrfr on, and when
sconomy and efflciency become es-
sential. And it iz fortunate that the
Government may turn to institutlons
like this and learn the lesson of
scientific precision and elimination
of waste; for, unless this Iesson is

learned, we shall be overwhelmed by
the iop-heaviness of our various gov-
ernments. 7

Former Pregident William Howard
Taft said that he eame in a real
spirit of felicitation to the men of
Technology on the great step which
they have taken during the pastyear.
“You are bringing to bhear,” he said,
“the benefit of hoth the funds, and
advantages of each institution in a
combination which improves the
guality and reduces the cost of pro-
duction. I am impresged by the con-
fidence of each institution in the oth-
er, This contract discloses nothing
of that spirit of competition, of thas
spirit of desiring fo get ahead of
each other, which T am sorry to say
is not altogether lacking in the rela-
tiong between great universities. Tt
is good to breathe in "the gpirit ef
such a combination.”

We-
are aware that few students put this
into practice, but we fArmly believe
it to be the ideal method of learning,
provided the text, as in this case, is
suficiently complete and follows the
lectures closely enough.

uates of Harvard, giving them the
prestige of both great institutions, I
congratulate you on this great for-
ward step.”

The combination does not viclate
the anti-trust law he said and would
not as long as the students of Tech-
nology enjoyed the privileges of mem-
hers of the Harvard professional
schools and not those of Harvard un-
dergraduates, When the latter be-
came true and they -were allowed to
compete for membership on Harvard
teams the University in Connecticut

might rise up and enter suit to en-
t{join them under the anti-trust law

from so combining.

President Maclaurin, in his speech
following Mr. Taft’s said, among oth-
er things: “We must never gei away
from the fundamental fact that edu-
cational institutions exist for the ris-
ing generation and not for those that
have risen, that their purpose is to
serve the community as a whole and
not that section particularly on whom
they have already conferred great
favors. Just a year ago today a great
stride was taken in the right diree-
tion by the agresment between Har-
vard and Technology that has heen
discussed so much within the last

‘twelve months.” Speaking of the ef-

fort that has been made toward co:
operation between all the schools of
Massachusetts he says: “If this great
co-operafive effort is at all suceess-
ful, it means that we have estab-
lished what is effectively a great
University of Massachusetts, worthy
of the best traditions of the Common-
wealth and incomparably more potent
for service of ceriain kinds than any
single institution could possibly be.”

Chairman Klliott presented his view
of the New Haven's problems and
discussed the railroad sitwation at
length. He emphasized the need, in
New England particalariy, of secur
ing legislation in the various states
that, first of all, does mnot conilict
and that will facilitate the restora-
tion of the railroad's credit. He ex
pressed a hope for a broader finan-
cial plan for railroad develepment
and operation,—one that 1is better
than the present expensive method of
borrowing money for short terms and
high rates of interest. Concerning
the public and the public serviee
commissions, Chairman Elliott ob-
served many hopeful signs especially
in their attitude on the matter of rate
increages. Alout regulation itself he
remarked “Regulation of the great
public service corporations, if il stops
progress, is a faiflure. The power to
regulate carrvies with it the duty to

.protest. Men like graduates of the

Tustituie and of Harvard ought to
use their influence with their repre-
sentatives, and help them, and should
not stand aloof, but, as stated by the
President in his letter of September
10 to the railroads. ‘All stand as one
to see justice done and all fair as-
sistance rendered and rendered un-
grudingly.’ ”

President Henry J. Horn, the in-
coming president, congratulated Jas-
per Whiting on the work dome dur-
ing the past year which is considered
