dergraduates rather than by engineers
from ouiside. Refreshments were
served in the side room at the close.

The first speaker was G R, Walsh,
15. e said that almost anyone used
to he able to get a job in the sammser
as an assisiant in an engireering
camp; but it is now recognized that
somelhing more is needed. For this
reason the Civil Service Examinations
are helpful to the employers. The
fact that a man has passed an ex-
amination insures a certain attain:
ment in that line, and moreover it
shows that the man possesses soma
interest in the work. He said that
there is nothing very hard about the
exams and that he was glad to see
so many planning to take them.

Mr. H. B, Mitchell, a professor in
the school of Applied Science at Syra-
cuse University, and a graduate stu-
dent at the Institute this year, next
spoke on the relations of the teacher.
The college graduate who wishes to
become a feacher may go into the
public schools, or into a college; the

LECTURES OF SOCIETY
'OF ARTS TO COMMENCE

Dr. Bigelow To Talk On “Sci-
ence As Protection Against
Fraud.”

The first of a series of lectures un-
der the auspices of the Society of
Arts will- be given this evening at
eight o'clock in Huntington Hall, by
Dr. 8. Lawrence Bigelow, Professor
of General and Phygical Chemistry at
the University of Michigan. His sub-
jeet will be “Seience as a Protection
against Fraud.” Clever frauds, es-
pecially sclentific -pnes, have a fas-
cination for the general public, and

t | Professor Bigelow will describe some

of these in detail, especially those in
conneation with chemistry, physics
and medicina.

Dr. Bigelow is a man of wide edu-
cation and experience. After graduat-
ing from Harvard, he entered the
firm of Bigelow & Dauss, a hard-
ware firm. e left his business to
take a scientific eourse at the Insti
tute, from which he graduated in
1895. Later he went to Germany to
study, and obfained a Ph. D. degree at
Goettingen under the famous Nernst.
He has been at tihe TUniversity
of Michigan during the greaier part of
the past few years, and has there ac-
quired & reputation ag a fluent and
easily comprehended lecturer.

The other lectures of the Soclety
will be as followa: “The Horse and
its Progenitors,” hy Dr. W. D. Mat-
thew, Curator of the Department of
Veriebrate Paleontology, American
Museum of Natural History; an ex-
perimental lecture in physics, by Pro-
fessor Dorr of the Institute; a talk hy
Dr. Carl Alsberg, Head of the Bureau
of Chemistry of the U. 8. Department
of Agriculture; and a lecture on “Sub-
marines” by.Professor W. Hovgaard,
formerly -Lieutenant Commander In
the Danish Navy, and now a member
of the Institute Faculty. -
