Of Polishing Materials.

There were about thirly men pres-
ent at the Chemical Sociely meet-
ing last Friday night. Mr, J. G. Cal-

He traced the develop-
ment of the two types, those used
for sharpening tools for metal cut-
ting and those used in polishing sub-
gtances, from the earliest times to
the present..

He also told
how quartz sand was used in the
manufacture of polishing soaps and
showed how Jimportant the kind of
glue was o the sand paper manufac-
turers.
