The Technology Combined Musical
Clubs arrived in Boston yesterday
after a 1500-mile trip which e tended
over just one week. Seven concerts
were given, one at each of the fol-
lowing places: Montclair, Philadel-
phia, Washington, Butler, Rochester,
Northampton and Springfield. In all
of these oities the men were most
heartily received and were guests at
numerous dances and receptions,
while a large list of patronesses gave
prestige to every concert.

The clubs left Boston at 9 o'clock
last Monday and, arriving in Mont-
clair that afternoon, were immedi-
ately taken into the various homes
where they were entertained for the
night. The hall at Montclair had
been sold out a week in advance so
that the clubs played before a splen-
did audience. The excellent success
of this concert was due largely to
the efforts of Mr. Percy H. Thomas
and other alumni. Dancing followed
until 1.30.

The men arrived in Philadelphia
at noon the next day. Here several
plants were visited, some of the fel-
lows going to the Baldwin Locomotive
Works, Campbell's Soup Factory and
the Victor Talking Machine Plant. A
dance followed the concert.

At Washington on Wednesday the
men were guests at the 8 national
Fraternities at Washington and Jef-
ferson College. In the afternoon

Ham-
ilton of Tufts, Dr. Murlin of the Bos-
ton University, and several mem-
bers of the Board of Education, were
among those who assembled at the
Stale House.

TECHNOLOGY WINS
FROM DARTMOUTH

Cook, O'Hara and Loomis Place
In Open Events-Relay

Record Broken.
The varsity 390 relay made up for

defeats it had suffered at the hands
of Holy Cross and Harvard, by de-
feating Dartmouth in the closest
race of the night at the B. A. A.
meet Saturday, covering the 1560
yards in 3 minii. 8 1-5 sec., breaking
the Technology record for the event
by a second.

The Institute also showed up well
in the open events, especially in the
invitation forty yard dash where
O'Hara and Loomis tied for second
place in the final heat which was run
in 43-5 seconds. Cook, running from
the forty yard mark, took third in
the mile run, easily beating McClure
of Harvard who started ten yards
ahead of him.

O'Hara and Allison toed the mark
on the first stretch of the relay. Dart-
mouth won the toss, giving Allison
the pole, but O',Hara got off fast,
beating him to the first corner. Al-
lison trailed till the third lap when
O'Hara let out a burst of speed and
handed Reed a six yard lead. Braun,
the Dartmouth hurdler, went out
after Reed and succeeded in getting
four yards back, Reed handing Gue-
thing two yards.

Guething was running against La-
gay who took second in the fast six
hundred at the B. A. A. last year, but
"Cy" had the race well in hand all
the way, handing over a five yard
lead. Colleary at anchor ran against
Worthington, the fastest man on the
Green team. Both men held even
till the last lap. Here Worthington
started to close up, and on the last
corner tried to jump the lead, Col-
leary beating him to the tape by a
foot in the closest fight of the night.

HOCKEY TEAM LOSES

The Technology Hockey team was
outclassed by the fast Dartmouth
seven last Thursday at Hanover,
N. H., being defeated by a score of
4 to 1. Although the home team was
handicapped by the loss of its crack
rover and captain, Bag Wanamaker,
it made up for poor offensive work
by the clever defence of Donahue,
the old Somerville high goal tender.

To ob-
viate this state of affairs the "Ro-
chester Hour" has been established.
This is an appointed time in which
any student may approach the
Rochester experiment man in an in-
formal way and ask anything which
has been of trouble to him.

The hour decided upon for this ad-
visory work is from 1 to 2 every day
at the Union. The group of men
selected for the advisory work in-
cludes: Robert S. Williams, assistant
professor of chemistry; C. L. E.
Moore, assistant professor of mathe-
matics; R. E. Rogers, instructor in
English; F. H. Kennedy, assistant in
drawing; J. W. Howard, assistant
professor of civil engineering. They
are all young men and in sympathy
with the students, and withal are not
so far from their own student life to
have forgotten the perplexities of
their own schooldays.
