Spring Concert and Dance Friday, April 16; Tech Show
Saturday; Junior Prom Monday - Freshmen to

Attend Prom This Year

The Junior Prom Committee, con-
sisting of K. M. Sully, chairman; K.
Dean, P. H. Duff, J. Evans, 0. P.
Pyle, and W. Farthing, upon its elec-
tion was unable to obtain the oanl
room at either the Somerset or the
Copley Plaza Hotels for Friday eve-
ning, April 16th. This is the evening
on which the Prom would have or.
dinarily taken place.

The committee felt that the Prom
by reason of precedent and the fact
that it is the largest social event of
Junior week, should terminate the
festivities. Hence it was desired
that the Prom should be held on
Monday evening, April 19th, which is
a legal holiday. Accordingly the
Prom committee petitioned the faculty
to change the Junor Week vacation
from April 15th-l9th, inclusive, to
April 16th-20th inclusive. At its last
meeting before the Mid-year vacation
the Faculty considered the petition
and granted the change in vacation,
notice of which was given in the
Tech of last Wednesday.

A step -which the Prom committee
has taken this year, over an hpparent-
ly well established precedent is al-
lowing the freshmen to attend the
Prom. Last year the freshmen had
a dance of their own given on the
same evening as the Prom. In pre-
vious years freshmen were allowed
to attend the -Prom only after every
effort had--been made to sell the
limited number of tickets to upper
classmen. But this year -tickets will
be opened for sale to freshmen after
they have been put on sale to upper
classmem. Thus with a new and better
arrangement of festivities for Junior
week the prospects for a most en-
joyanble and successful Prom are very
good. The house parties this year
will probably open on Friday for the
Spring Concert and Dance. Sunday
can be used to good advantage as
a rest day for the Prom which will
wind.up the events on Monday eve-
ning.

this year. Lord proved himself an
exceptional business manager last
year after serving as second assist-
ant in his freshmen year and first
assistant in his Sophomore year. The
success which he had last year in
putting the Show on a good, souna
,business foundation more than quall-
ties him to head the Tech Show 1915.

Tech Show started in 1899, with a
production given to aid the athletic
association, which was then greatly
handicapped financially. The first
Show proved to -be such a great suc
cess, both socially and financially
that it has grown each succeeding
year, until it is now recognized by all
as the largest social activity here at
the Institute, and the best college
show of its kind in the country.

The Show is distinctly a Tech
show, as it is written, managed and
produced by Tech men. The only
professional men employed are a
coach, musical director, and dancing
teacher. The success of the produc-
tion, therefore depends' upon the co-
operation and support of the student
body as a unit. Support depends upon
an active interest in all departments,
the work of which is so diversified
as to make an appeal to practically
every student,

There are five general divisions of
the Show: namely, the management,
the cast, the music, the lyrics, and
the orchestra. The management is
again divided into three departments,
the business, the publicity, and the
stage. Each department consists of
a manager and two assistants, the
manager being directly responsible to
the general manager.

Tihe business department has charge
of getting out the program, and ar-
ranges for the program 'and sale of
seats. The main duty of the publicity
department is putting the Show be-
fore the public. The posters, arti-
cles for all the different newspapers,
smokers, dinners, and social events
all come under the jurisdiction of this
department. The stage manager has
direct charge of the cast and chorus,
aiding the coach in drilling the- men
