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The T. C. A. talk given last Thurs-
day in the Union by Rabbi Levi of
Temple Israel was one which, if
heard and taken to heart by every
Tech man, would go far toward alle-
viating some of the more flagrant
types of narrow-mindedness to which
we, as a class, are subject. The con-
dition of children under the present
industrial system was rightly pre-
sented as the foremost phase of the
problem with which the New Moral-
ity must deal, since the whole future
of the race lies in the hands of its
children.

The enlarged conception of the
duty of the state is another phase of
the same idea. It is no longer con-
sidered enough for the government to
see that every individual is let alone;
in the present state of industrial de-
velopment such a phrase could have
meaning only on a Crusoe's island.
The protective duty of the state is
already being expanded by public
opinion to include the bringing up ot
children to be useful citizens, and
more radical interpretations are con-
stantly growing in the public mind.

One of the more conspicuous non-
economic accomplishments of the
New Morality mentioned by Rabbi
Levi is the gradual replacement of
the infamous double standard of
morality, with its one stone-blind
side, by a just and impartial moral
ity which looks both ways.

INTERESTING TALK IS
GIVEN BY RABBI LEVI

Speaker Chooses For Subject
"The New Morality"-

Many Present.

The Technology Christian Associa-
tion had its regular weekly talk last
Thursday noon in the Union when
Rabbi Levi of the Temple Israel was
the speaker. His subject was "The
New Morality" and the talk was a
very interesting and helpful one, be-
ing well received by the large num-
ber present.

The speaker mentioned the child
labor problem, stating that 1,750,000
boys and girls were engaged in wage-
earning occupations, many of them
four, five and six years of age, hav-
ing to work from ten to twelve hours
a day. Thousands of boys of ten
years are in the coal mines. "Chil-
dren are here in this world to be al.
lowed to live, not to buried."

"The New Morality" has changed
the attitude of society towards the
man. The fundamental duty of the
state, as is now being recognized, is
to protect man. Educationally, the
individual is coming into his own,
and industrially, man is standing on
his own feet. There is also a
changed attitude toward woman.
There are 6,000,000 women who are
wage-earners, while thousands of
women are engaged in a wage-earn-
ing capacity, who do not need the
wage but do the work for charity.
Their demand at the present time is
for suffrage.

"The New Morality" is changing
the attitude toward marriage. The
relation between man and woman
should be an absolute equality in
morality, as in other things. Women
are beginning to demand the same
loyality and fidelity from their hus-
bands as the husbands do from their
wives. The whole attitude is chang-
ing toward poverty, the defective,
delinquency and immorality. "The
time is coming when we must either
rise or fall, sink or swim."
