HOUR'S GOOD TALK

Mr. Gerard Swope Presents Some
Convincing Facts At
Meeting.

Last Wednesday evening a majori-
ty of members of the B, BE.

on conditions in India, Dr. Sirong
considered the industries in Indla un-
developed and the: appoifunitics. for
such very mes@re, About 65 percent
of the population i3 engaged in agri-
culture for & Mving, but there is only
one agricultiral school in the coun
try. Thig Has an attendance of only
eleven students which, considering
that Tadle: has a population of 315,
008:600,. iy very poor. Irrigation is
rapldly. being taken up and also rota-
tion of crops and dry farming are
practiced to a small extent. The
next most Important industry is cot-
ton weaving. Cotton is one of the
staple: products of India and, since
it i3 the standard article of clothing
for both men and women, its produc |
tion is very necessary to the coun-
try. India exports raw cotton to
Hagland and imports coiion cloth. .
There are a few mnwodern faclories’
in India, however, with modern’
Americaw and English machinery, but
the people are very poor workers and
do “fiot use the game vegularity and
atténtion that American operatorsdp.
it wag in this conneefion that Mr

A man
mey be a trained mechanie or trades-
man but because of the fact ihat he
belongs to a certain caste prevents
him from working outside it and so
hinders him in getting along.

FROM CORROSION

Polished Underwater
Is To Replace
Paint.

The use of a material in the build-
ing .of pleasure yachis - whick does
not corrode, which does not have to

be painted, and which requires little |

or no attention, is something entirely
new in Llhe selence of shipbuilding,
A metal which is mined in the ore in
the Lake Superior Region has been
found which fulfils these conditions.
It is known as Monel Meijal and is
an alloy of rickel and copper rough
J¥ in the proportions 3 o 1.

The Cup Defender “Vanille” was
built of this material, and her own-
er, Mr. Alexander Cochrane, found
it worked so well that he is now
having a yacht built of Monel metal
at Lawley's yard in Neponset. The
reason why this has not been em-
ployed soomer in yacht construction
is evident when It is realized that it
costs from 28 to 40 cenis a pound
as compared to 2 cents a pound for
steel. Siructurally it is the equiva.
leni of steel, having a breaking
sirength of 60,000 pounds.

The underwater gurface of the
“Sea Call,” whica is the name of Mr.
Cochrane's yacht, will be of Monel

i nietal, and will be given a high pol-

ish, 'T'his avoids the use of paint
and gives a low skin resistanes. The
porlion of the hull above the waier-
line 18 to Dhe of Chrome-Vanadinm
steel, having a breaking strength ol
about 120,000 pounds. The deck
houses and deck filtings will be of
Monel metal. .

The “Sed Call" Is a three-niasted
schooner 210 feet long, eguipped wiih
a B00-horsepower auxiliary and a
