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NEW AMENDMENT TO
CLASS CONSTITUTION

Method Of Voting To Be
Changed — Niemand Zu
~ Hause Report.

At the meeting of the Institute
Committee yesterday, an amendment
to the uniform class constitution
wa ‘passed, revising the system of
voting at class elections, Hitherto,
{the volers signed their ballots and,
if their dues were paid, the vote was
covuted. The new system does away
away with any signing of ballots.
Rach elass will have a table at the
Union on the day of elections. When
a man wishes to vote, he goes to his
class table and, if his dues are paid,
he is given a numbered bhallot and
the number is entered beside his
name, After he has marked hig bal-
lot he folds it so that the number
only is visible and bhrings it to the
table. The man at the table com-
pares the  numbers and, after mark-
ing- the man as having voted, tears
the number off the ballot and places
it!in: the box. This plan removes all
miarks of . identification from the
ballots and also prevents any per-
son obtaining a number of bal-
lots, marking them, and getting
other men to - sign them., The
amendment goes now to the three
lower classes for adoption. Upon its
adceptance it becomes a  fixed
amhendment to the uniform elass
constitution,

Just-
heim and Kwan, both first year men,
did well in the dual meets during
the indoor season, but have not done
much running out of doors.

Carl Guething has been shifted
from the half o the quarter mile as
a resuit of his remarkable running
on ithe short relay thiz past winter
in which he covered the relay dis-
tance at the Mechanics Building in
46 sec. flat. Read, another relay
man, is also a candidate for this
event and should make a good run-
ning mate for Guething. Brock of
the Sophomores and Coward of the
freshmen have also been showing up

The shift of Cuething from the
half to the gquarter mile leaves a
vacaney which Allan, Hamilton and
Gagnon will compete for.
