SEWAGE EXPERIMENT
STATION INSPECTED

Class In Municipal Sanitation
Visits Plant At
Lawrence.

Last Menday afterncon the class
in Municipal Sanitation, accompanied
by Professor Gunn of the Department
of Biology, made itheir annual visil
to the sewage experiment slation al
Lawrence.

Thisz siation, which is one of the
firet of ils Kkind in the ecountry, is
run by the State Board of Health.
Its purpose is to filter for city use
water from the Merrimmac River,
which is highly polluted owing {o
sewage deposits. The filtration is ac-
complished by means of a slow sand
filtration systeni, whieh is shown to
be very efficient hy ihe mortality
tables. Since the earvly nineties,
when this process wag iniroduced,
the populalion of Lawreince has stead-
ily increased bul the death rate on
the cenlrary has actually decreased,

During ihe inspection the students
were given a lecture explaining the
two sets of fillers, which are so ar-
ranged that eilher may Dbe operated
independently of the other,
