TECHNOLOGY MEN TO
FIGHT TYPHUS FEVER

Fifteen Sail For Servia Tomor-
row To Aid In Stamping
Out Plague,

In response to an urgent call for
volunteers in the struggle against
typhus fever in Servia, fifteen pgrad-
uates of the Harvard-Technology
school for health officers, and of
Course XI, wiil sail from New York
tomorrow to help stamp out this
dreaded disease, Dr. Richard P.
Sirong, professor of tropieal medicine
at Harvard Medical School, iz at
present established in Servia, and is
urgently in need of aid, as the coun-
try is now thought to he thoroughly
infested with the scourge,

The work involves considerable
personal danger, owing to the ma-
lignance of the disease, and requlres
the most rigid precautions, in addi-
tion to technical skill. Typhus offers
in some ways, a problem similar to
yvellow fever, but the transmitting
agent of the former is the body louse,
and not the mosquite, which fact
makes the extermination mueh more
difficult. In localities where the
disease is not prevalent, and isola-
tion can be maintained, it may be
stamped out without much trouble,

The agueduct is sixty-one miles
long and runs from the Catskill
water-sheds te New York City. The
tunnel crosses under the Hudson
River at Storm King and it was here
that a great deal of trouble was ex-
perienced. The tunnel had to be
sunk to a deplh of eleven hundred
feet Defore it was safe to go under
the river., The water rins into a
reservoir just outside the city and
from there it is forced through pres-
sure tunnels which have been = con-
structed through different parts of
the c¢ity. The work on these was
very tedious and costly because at
all timeg it was necessary to have at
least one hundred and fifty feet of
rock above the tunnel to withstand
the enormous pressure of the water.

Mr. Spear’'s talk was supplemented
with several laniern slides showing
the different methods and kinds of
construction, and also views of 'the
iunnel at various stages of comple-
tion.

He discussed with more detail the
construction in the city proper which
consists of eighteen miles of pressure
tunnei that will supply three hundred
and fifty million gallons of water per
day. The worst enemy of the en-
gineers was the water which kept
running into the excavations. This
had to be kept out by continuous
pumping. The work could only pro-
gress a few feet every day because
of the trying conditions under which
the men had to labor, From eight
hundred io one thounsand pounds of
dynamite were used daily. The tun-
nel was run under streets and park-
ways as much as pogsible so as nof
to interfere with the foundations of
buildings. The wgeneral cost of the
whole scheme will be about twenty
million dollars,

Health Officers will act as Medical

The ship contains 198 motors vary-
ing from 1-12 {0 80 H.P. There are
two lighting cirenits for baltle and
ship lighting.

Thirty-one shunt mo-
tors take care of the compressed air
ventilating system and  twenty-nine
doors and hatches are closed and
opened by 1 H.P. compound niotors.
