‘The
present situation is that of the ir-
resistible force and the immovable
object and apparently nothing short
of a large meeting in which prejudice
and hasty speech may he eliminated,
will clarify it.

Newbury Street or in fact from Cop-
ley Square, is only ahout fifteen to
eighteen miputes by the svbway or
via Massachusetis Avenue,

Jack Moakley, the famous coach of
the Cornell team, called at the fleld
on Saturday morning, and said it was
the finest cne he had ever seen and
ought to stimulate athleties at the In-
stitute,

Now, all connected with athletics
feel much disappointed at the results
of the past season, and I hope the un-
dergraduates will ghow their appre-
ciation of the men and the work that
has been put in by all concerned, by
coming out to the Intercollegiate
gameg in full force on May 21st and
22nd, and I thinlk Mr, Webster would
arrange to Lhave a Technology section
in the reserved seats and reserve a
place for Tech men in the bleachers,
if he knew how many were coming.
